Dial: rete with 20 flame pointers with Latin 
inscriptions, ecliptic plane, calendar scale with Latin names of the Zodiac 
signs; tympan with altitude and azimuth, zenith, horizon, equator and 
hours; the mater shows twice 12-hour chapters mit radial Roman 
numerals, back with month and day ring, Latin Zodiac signs, “Ordo 
Planetarum” with planet symbols, “Umbra versa” and “Umbra recta” 
shadow square. The front hand and the sight vane on the back are 
missing.

There are seven known astrolabes that were created by Jean 
Fusoris. The relatively small exemplar at hand has a characteristic 
unadorned form of suspension. With its fine design of the flame-
shaped clockhands it is similar to the astrolabe kept at the Adler 
Planetarium and Astronomy Museum in Chicago, which is also 
attributed to him.

Jean Fusoris was born in Giraumont in the Ardennes region of France 
ca. 1365. His father was a pewterer. Jean Fusoris studied arts and 
medicine, attaining the bachelor’s degree in 1379, returning after learning 
his father’s craft for his master’s degree which was attained in 1391, 

and served as one of the master’s regents in Paris until 1400. Fusoris 
established a school and opened an instrument workshop in Paris making 
astrolabes, clocks and other instruments, but he continued to study 
theology.
Jean Fusoris was elected a member of the French embassy in England in 
1415, where he met Richard of Courteny, Bishop of Norwich. Norwich 
bought an astrolabe from Fusoris but did not pay for it. When Fusoris 
returned to England in an attempt to collect the debt, war broke out 
between France and England and he was arrested as a suspected spy 
when he returned. He was exiled to Mezieres-sur-Meuze and later to 
Reims where he continued to accept and fill commissions for instruments. 
He died in 1436. In addition to his instruments, Fusoris wrote a treatise on 
the astrolabe in which he detailed the improvements he incorporated into 
his instruments and other tracts on mathematics and astronomy.

Johann Sayller (1594-1668)
Sayller was born in Angelberg in the diocese of Freising, Lower Bavaria 
and was one of the most renowned makers of complicated watch and 
clocks in the 17th century.

Johann Sayller settled in Ulm in 1617 and became a citizen in 1624; in 
1646 he became guild master. Sayller created his master piece in 1626: 
a rolling ball clock after Margraf, which was first exhibited in the town 
hall of Ulm and from 1812 on in the private library of King Frederick I 
of Württemberg. Sayller’s pieces were so superior and sought after that 
they were mostly used as gifts for important and famous people. He 
created precious pendant watches, complicated astronomical bracket 
clocks and other technically sophisticated pieces. Two of his rolling ball 
clocks and a silver astronomical tower-shaped bracket clock with a three 
months power reserve are in the posession of the Württembergisches 
Landesmuseum.

André stayed in 
Hamburg and continued his work there.

After his 
apprenticeship he worked with Jost Bürgi in Prague for some years, which 
must have been a superior training experience for him. After returning to 
Augsburg, Johann I created his master’s piece; in 1620 he inherited the 
right to run a smithy and established his own workshop. Johann I worked 
for Augustus, Duke of Brunswick; many of his clocks have been preserved 
- some of his bracket and mirror clocks are particularly excellent. 
Buschmann was one of very few makers capable of building the so-called 
anniversary clocks, which can run for an entire year on a single winding.

Thomas Howes was a member of the Clockmakers‘ Company from 1632 to 
1642.

Because of its simple appearance that is supposed to be in character 
with Puritan austerity, this watch is an excellent example of the so-called 
“Puritan” watch style.

The Puritan movement was at its most powerful during the 17th century. 
In 1640 Oliver Cromwell became a member of the Long Parliament 
and a leader of the opposition against King Charles I and the absolute 
monarchy. The dispute developed into the English Civil War, where 
Cromwell commanded the parliamentary troops and led them against 
the royal army. Eventually the Puritan army triumphed but not without 
frequently ransacking the country and the churches. King Charles I 
was tried on a charge of treason and executed; Cromwell ruled as Lord 
Protector, effectively overseeing a military dictatorship. However, the 
intolerance of the Puritans was extremely unpopular among the people 
and after Cromwell’s death in 1658 the monarchy was reinstated - King 
Charles II came into power.

The arabesque
The arabesque is a form of artistic decoration consisting of “surface 
decorations based on rhythmic linear patterns of scrolling and interlacing 
foliage, tendrils” or plain lines, often combined with other elements. 
It usually consists of a single design which can be ‘tiled’ or seamlessly 
repeated as many times as desired. Within the very wide range of Eurasian 
decorative art that includes motifs matching this basic definition the term 
“arabesque” is used consistently as a technical term by art historians to 
describe only elements of the decoration found in two phases: Islamic art 
from about the 9th century onwards, and European decorative art from 
the Renaissance onwards.

Pierre Urbain Dufour (1643-1690)
Pierre Urbain Dufour was a Swiss watchmaker was born on February 27, 
1643 in Geneva as a son of watchmaker Abraham Dufour and his wife 
Michée Le Maistre. Pierre Urbain married Madeleine de La Rue in Geneva 
in 1668; Madeleine‘s parents were active in local politics. Pierre and 
Madeleine had five children but two of them died at a very young age. 
Their son Jean Antoine Dufour became a watchmaker too and married 
Judith Gentil (1671-1725), a sister of Catherine Gentil who became the 
wife of Bernard Dominicé. Pierre Urbain Dufour died in 1690 at the lage 
of 47.

Thomas Dyde was born in 1635 in Draycott near Chipping Campden in 
Gloucestershire.

kept on working for him until 1655, even after having completed his 
apprenticeship.
Dyde is known as having worked independently and on his own; he never 
became a member of the Company of Clockmakers but was known to and 
apparently accepted by its members, just as his teacher John Warfield 
was. This is unusual in that the Company usually wanted non-members 
who worked in the trade to join - sometimes non-members were even put 
under considerable pressure. However, this seems not to have happened 
in the cases of John Warfield and Thomas Dyde. Dyde died in December 
1686.

Julien Le Roy 
He was one of the most outstanding clock- and watchmakers of his 
time and certainly played a decisive part in establishing the leading role 
French clockmaking had in the 18th century. He became a master in 
1713, presented an equation clock to the Académie Royale des Sciences 
in 1717, and was appointed clockmaker to the king in 1739 (with his own 
rooms at the Louvre). Le Roy invented the adjustable bracket for the verge 
escapement wheel (“potence”), the repetition strike on springs instead 
of bells for pocket watches, and the “all-or-nothing” piece for repeating 
watches. His inventions and improvements were of such extreme 
importance that most watchmakers adopted them promptly for their own 
pieces.

Jean-Pierre Gregson 
Jean-Pierre Gregson originally came from England; he was appointed 
clockmaker to the royal court in Paris in 1776. The importance of his 
position was corroborated by the fact that in 1786 he was appointed a 
member of the commission for the establishment of a royal manufactory. 
The other members were the most famous makers of France - Breguet, 
Berthoud and Lepaute. Gregson was one of the first makers of his 
time to use Lépine’s bridge caliber. However, after the outbreak of the 
French Revolution a position as maker to the court was not beneficial to 
Gregson’s business anymore, so he abandoned the title quickly. While his 

repeating clock No. 2181 was still signed “Hor du Roy”, No. 2276 only bore 
the signature “Hger à Paris”. In 1790 Gregson returned to London to be 
safe. He established a new workshop and called it “Gregson London”. He 
continued to build French style clocks and kept his old numbering system.

Piguet was an expert craftsman who produced his watches in partnership 
with Henry Capt and Philippe Samuel Meylan, and later also with his sons. 
Philippe Samuel Meylan came to Geneva at the age of 20 to work for 
Audemars Frères. He opened his own workshop near Le Brassus in 1811, 
but returned to Geneva later. He met Piguet and formed the partnership 
with him; they worked in Geneva under the name “Piguet & Meylan” from 
1811 to 1828. The company was well known for the production of early 
”China-watches” and became famous for its pocket watches with special 
functions; they created automatons with man and animal shapes and 
intricate musical mechanisms as well as skeleton watches.

Jean Tixier à Fleurier
Jean Tixier was born in France and came to Fleurier around 1850 where he 
became an important figure to produce goods for the Chinese market; it 
was due to his influence that the design of the movements for this market 
changed quite considerably. Tardy lists the name Jean Tixier - and we 
can assume that the entry refers to this Tixier – for a village watchmaker 
at Clermont-Ferrand. He is recorded to have worked there from 1840 to 
1854; then the Frenchman presumably moved to Fleurier. In Fleurier he 
was soon involved in the production of goods for the Chinese marked and 
made important changes to the movements designed for this customer 
group. Tixier used a symmetrically laid-out movement and updated the 
existing so-called “Chinese” caliber with a 3/4-plate. He created a number 
of calibers, some with an 8 day power reserve. His caliber was also used 
when in 1858 Pelaz, a maker from Geneva decided to enamel movements 
for the Chinese market.

Paul Philipp Barraud (1750-1820) 
Barraud was an English chronometer maker in London. His parents were 
Francis Gabriel Barraud and Magadalen Benine née Crespin, who was the 
daughter of a renowned Huguenot silversmith. In 1796 Barraud became a 
member of the Clockmakers Company of London and a master in 1810/11. 
He formed a partnership with George Jamieson and William Howells; of 
Barraud’s 7 children, his sons Frederick Joseph, John and James followed 
him into the business. From 1796 until 1820 they created more than 
1,000 chronometers together.

Piguet was an expert craftsman who produced his watches in partnership 
with Henry Capt and Philippe Samuel Meylan, and later also with his sons. 
Philippe Samuel Meylan came to Geneva at the age of 20 to work for 
Audemars Frères. He opened his own workshop near Le Brassus in 1811, 
but returned to Geneva later. He met Piguet and formed the partnership 
with him; they worked in Geneva under the name “Piguet & Meylan” from 
1811 to 1828. The company was well known for the production of early 
”China-watches” and became famous for its pocket watches with special 
functions; they created automatons with man and animal shapes and 
intricate musical mechanisms as well as skeleton watches.

John Rich
John Rich was certainly a fascinating man. Some of his artworks are so 
extraordinary that one would expect to find an abundance of material on 
Rich, but this is not the case. Some of the most complicated automata 
such as the so-called “The Magician Box”, or the “Sandoz Scent Bottle” 
are signed by Rich. Alfred Chapuis and Edmond Droz, both authorities on 
automata, have described the Magician as “the most remarkable snuffbox 
known to the authors”. The signature “Made by John Rich” is hidden 
on the barrel, so that the piece must be taken apart for it to be found. 
Some boxes that have been examined or restored are signed “John Rich, 
London” or “John Rich, London & Genève”, whereas some others which are 
mechanically identical bear no signature at all. The same is true of Rich’s 
watches; they are often not signed at all and if they are, the signature 
is found in such a concealed place that only a person who has taken 
the watch apart would be able to see them. Obviously some of the great 
automata makers did not generally sign their pieces on the surface, but 
they were very well-known and plenty of information about them can be 
found. This is different for John Rich; it has been assumed that he was 
originally from England and opened a shop in Geneva. Also his pieces 
shows some similarities to the work of Jaquet Droz and Leschot, which 
leads to the assumption that they were created by a master craftsman 
(or craftsmen) associated with them. Rich’s work can be dated no earlier 
than 1780 and no later than the first few years of the nineteenth century, 
spanning probably from about 1780 to just after 1805; after a quarter 
of a century of magnificent mechanical achievements, John Rich has left 
hardly any information on himself except his work itself. The magnificence 
of his creations in combination with the little information that is available 
on Rich form a fascinating mystery which calls for someone to try and 
research the life and work of this exceptional man.

The Art of the Automaton in Geneva
During the 1780s, Geneva opened a most intriguing chapter of horological 
history. The city developed, with great flair, the art of automatons: 
machines designed to imitate the movements of live beings or creatures. 
They ranged from the simplest forms, where a figure’s moving arms could 
point to the time, to complex, full-scale productions, such as pastoral 
scenes, theatre pieces or concerts. Automata were soon being used 
to animate a wide variety of objects, such as scent bottles, amphorae, 
mirrors or snuffboxes; their use as timepieces was often merely a pretext 
for possessing these exquisite creations. And since where there is life, 
there is sound, the automata were fitted with a musical mechanism. The 
acknowledged masters of this marriage between ornamental watches and 
automata included Pierre Morand, Henry Capt, Isaac Daniel Piguet and 
Philippe Samuel Meylan as well as the Jaquet Droz workshop in Geneva, 
with colleagues and successors Jean-Frédéric Leschot and Jacob Frisard. 
All were the brilliant creators of musical watches functioning first with 
chiming bells, and later with a cylinder or pin-drum that caused a comb 
made up of a set of blades to vibrate. These watches were especially 
prized in the East and during trade with Turkey and China they acquired 
a subtle local touch, a discreetly exotic charm that makes them easy to 
distinguish today. In the hands of the Rochat family and the Bruguier 
workshop, this tradition continued until 1850.

Charles-Jacques de Mailly (1740-1817)
The enamel decoration on the box is attributed to Charles-Jacques de 
Mailly; de Mailly exhibited his work in Paris in 1771, but is known to have 
created a portrait of the Russian pretender Emel’yan Ivanovich Pugachev 
(who claimed to be the deposed czar Peter III) in 1775. It seems that de 
Mailly - just like many other goldsmiths and enamellers from France, 
Germany, Switzerland, Italy and England - had been attracted to the 
opulent wealth of the court at Saint Petersburg. He returned to Paris 
eventually, however, and exhibited at the Salon of 1793. There is only a 
very small number of boxes with work that can be attributed to de Mailly; 
he achieved fame for his paintings of fruit and flowers and even more so 
for his grisaille work - his allegorical scenes surrounded with colourful 
flower garlands of roses and peonies are exquisite. In the Dictionnaire des 
miniaturistes sur mail (Paris 1924), Henri Clouzot mentions on page 134 a 
gold bonbonnière with a basket of flowers on a table, painted on the lid by 
de Mailly and sold at the Debruge-Duménil sale in 1850.

Joseph Thaddeus Winnerl (1799-1886)
Joseph Thaddeus Winnerl was born on January 25th, 1799 in Mureg/Styria. He 
served an apprentice for Georg Schmidt Fidel in Graz, and qualified in 1816. 
Beginning in 1823 Winnerl worked in Breslau and then for Kessels in Altona, for 
Urban Jurgensen in Copenhagen and from 1829 in Paris, where among others 
he worked for Breguet et fils. In 1831 he produced the first pocket watch with 
“seconde independante”. Its centrally positioned seconds hand could be stopped 
and then started again independently from the clockwork any number of times, 
however after the completion of the timekeeping it would only slowly go back to 
zero. Only then could a new timing process be initiated. In 1832 he started his own 
business in Paris and produced marine chronometers, precision pocket watches and 
precision pendulum clocks.

Ferdinand Adolf Lange worked for Winnerl during his wanderings from around 
1838 to 1841 and rose to the position of business leader within a short amount 
of time. In 1839 Winnerl won a gold medal in Paris for his designs. He was 
an outstanding manufacturer of chronometers and balance wheels; and also 
developed his own compensation balance.

Messageries Maritimes (MM)
The Compagnie des Services Maritimes de Messageries National, a state-
controlled shipping company, was founded by the French Government in 
1835 in order to maintain a liner service between Marseille and the Levant 
ports in the eastern Mediterranean. With the restoration of the monarchy 
in France in 1853, the shipping company changed its name to Cie. des 
Services Messageries Imperiales. During the next five years, the company 
expanded dramatically and in 1857 had a fleet consisting of 57 passenger 
and cargo ships. After the end of the Franco-German War in 1871 and the 

final end of the monarchy, the shipping company was renamed again 
to Compagnie des Messageries Maritimes (MM).

Simon Vissière was born on February 16, 1822 in Paris; he was a son of 
the jeweller Jean-Baptiste-Vital Vissière and his wife Adelaïde Burnod. 
Simon’s brother Bernard became a jeweller and bijoutier like his father.
Simon Vissière was a pupil of Joseph Thaddäus Winnerl and Charles 
Auguste Berthoud. Around 1849 he still worked in Argenteuil and won a 
silver medal at the Industrial Exhibition in Paris. On January 24, 1863 he 
was made an Officer of the Legion of Honour and in 1867 Vissière opened 
his workshop at Rue des Drapiers 31; he even set up a small observatory 
on the premises. There is also a known address at Rue de Paris 15 in 
Le Havre - Vissière probably lived there before moving to the Rue des 
Drapiers.
Vissière was one of the first chronometer makers to experiment with 
non-magnetic metals for hairsprings and balances and received a patent 
for a chronometer escapement in 1867. His marine chronometers are of 
outstanding quality and at the World Exhibition of 1867 in Paris Vissière 
won a gold medal for his chronometer; other gold medals were awarded 
to Frédéric-Bruno Scharff, Onésime Dumas, Amédée-Philippe Borrel and 
Montandon Frères à Paris. Vissière probably also invented a chronometer 
with a two-day power reserve.
After having finished his apprenticeship with his father, Ferdinand Adolph 
Lange’s oldest son Richard (1845-1932) worked with Vissiére among 
others; Théodore-Marie Leroy also was an apprentice and employee of 
Vissière. Simon Vissiere died on January 4, 1887 in Cannet at the age of 
64.

Honoré Pons
Honoré Pons was one of the most renowned French clockmakers of 
his time; he worked in Saint Nicolas d’Aliermont from 1807 on. In 
1819 Viscount Hericart de Thury wrote that a great number of eminent 
clockmakers “such as the Breguets, the Berthouds, the Janviers, the 
Robins, the Lepautes, the Bourdiers and the Pons…” were “known in 
the sciences of astronomy and physics…”. Pons was an exceptionally 
resourceful maker of watches and clocks who designed and built the 
machinery for making his clocks himself. He invented his own type of 
movements and sold them to other watchmakers like Brocot; these 
movements are today known as Pons calibers. Pons frequently exhibited at 
fairs and was awarded numerous prizes and medals. When he died, he left 
a bequest of 1,000 francs to help watchmakers in need.

Sarton was an eminent Belgian watch maker. From early childhood he 
showed mechanical inclination and keen scientific interest. He was trained 
as a watch maker by his uncle and godfather, Dieudonné Sarton, in 1762. 
In 1768 Sarton moved to Paris to complete his apprenticeship and to 
perfect his skills as a watch maker. There he worked for Pierre II. Leroy, 
the oldest son of Julien Leroy, who was the royal watch maker of King 
Ludwig XVI. After becoming master watch maker, he returned to Liège in 
1772 and settled there. Sarton became the royal watch maker of Duke 
Karl Alexander von Lothringen, Governor of the Netherlands and worked 
many years in the service of the prince-archbishop of Liège, Franz Karl von 
Velbrück, who was his patron and sponsor. In 1799 he assigned Satron 
with the founding of the Société Libre d’Emulation in Liège. Sarton wrote 
a series of memoranda and also occupied himself with the construction of 
coal mining machines, as well as windmills and hydraulic machines used 
for draining the dutch polder landscape.

Jean de Vivenzio, also known as Giovanni Vivenzio (174? - 1817), 
was a friend and pen pal of Giuseppe Piazzi. From a young age he 
distinguished himself in the fields of literature, science and especially 
medicine and soon became a lecturer at the University of Naples, as well 
as a famous scientist and writer. He taught surgery, obstetrics, anatomy 
and experimental physics. Additionally he was director of the hospital 
“Ospedale degli dei Reali ospedali Militari Incurabili e delle due Sicilie”.
In 1780 de Vivenzio was appointed Knight of the Order of Constantine 
by King Ferdinand, as well as royal and court physician of the kingdom. 
He successfully lobbied the king to reopen the previously abolished 
military hospitals, which was realised in 1800. He was also a member 
of distinguished academies both in Italy and abroad (among them the 
National Academy of Medicine in Paris and the Russian Academy in St. 
Petersburg). Amongst other things Vivenzio published the “history of 
electricity and its medical application” in 1784, and a book on the history 
and theory of earthquakes in 1783.
In a letter addressed to the astronomer de Cesaris of Breat and dated 
October 1787, Cassella wrote that the “Sir Knight Vivenzio ... has had 
his valuable cabinet supplemented by a finely crafted tellurium and an 
unusual planetary system, which was carried out carefully by highly 
skilled British craftsmen. He is expecting a large Dollond telescope, a clock 
of the famous Arnold, a quadrant .... On the 16th of March, 1813 Federico 
Zuccari paid the sum of 800 ducats ... for a pendulum clock, four globes of 
Marchese Vivenzio as a purchase price for the Observatory of S. Gaudioso”. 
After Vivenzio’s death, his heirs sold his entire collection of scientific 
instruments.

Josiah Emery (1725-1797) 
The eminent watch maker Josiah Emery, Charing Cross, London was born 
in the Swiss canton of Vaud, he moved to London, where he built accurate 
clocks with cylinder escapements. In 1781, became honorary member 
of the Clockmakers’ Company. He came to fame as the first watchmaker 
worldwide after Thomas Mudge to pioneer the construction of watches 
regulated by a free anchor escapement and was the first to series-produce 
it. L. Berthoud said:”His work was particularly fine in all essentials, without 
unnecessary show.”

Hermann Chr. Langerhans (1754-1839), born in Bendorf on the 
Rhine, was a member of the famous Neuwieder clock manufacture.

By collaborating with the cabinetmakers Abraham (1711-1793) and 
David (1743-1807) Roentgen the clocks from Neuwied became famous 
throughout Europe; today they can be found in major collections 
worldwide. Langerhans worked as a watchmaker in Krefeld and according 
to Nemnich, he built music boxes of various kinds and outstanding 
astronomical clocks. In fact, a musical clock in a Roentgen case made 
by him has been preserved. It was owned by the Cologne municipal 
museum. In addition, there is an equation clock of Langerhans in a 
private collection, comparable with the precision pendulum clock, which 
Roentgen gave to the city of Leipzig in 1797.

The remarkable career of Pierre-Claude Raguet, known as Lepine 
(1753-1810) coincided with the decline of Louis XVI, the Revolution 
and Napoleon’s subsequent rise to power. Born in Dole, the son of a 
cloth merchant named Antoine Raguet, in 1782 Pierre-Claude married 
his first wife, Pauline, only daughter of the renowned horologist, Jean-
Antoine I Lepine (1720-1814). Prior to his marriage Pierre-Claude had 
invested 16,000 livres in Lepine’s business and then purchased a third 
share in 1783. Working actively with his father-in-law, in June 1784 he 
effectively took over the business under the name of “Lepine a Paris, 
Horloger du Roi”. Later - in 1793 he was appointed a member of the jury 
responsible for determining a new Revolutionary time system. His next 
major appointment came in 1805 as “Horloger brevete de Sa Majeste 
l’Imperatrice-Reine”, which was followed in 1809 to “l’Imperatrice-
Josephine”. Amongst his illustrious clientele were Napoleon Bonaparte, 
the Empress Joséphine, Jérome King of Westfalen, Karl IV King of Spain 
and the ambassadors of Russia and Austria. Lepine died the following year 
on 30th May at Villeneuve-le-Roy and just over a month later his son, 
Alexandre-Pierre-Francois sold the business to Jean-Paul Chapuy. Trading 
under its original name, the firm continued to prosper until 1916.

Etienne Gobin, known as Dubuisson (died circa 1822) was a famous 
watch and clock enameller. As a flower painter he worked at Chantilly and 
the Royal Manufacture de Sèvres. Along with Coteau, Dubuisson soon had 
a reputation as an exceptional enamel and porcelain painter who most 
likely created the most important and intricate dials of the later 18th 
century.

Jean-Georges Rémond 
Jean-Georges Rémond was a goldsmith in Geneva and is recorded to have 
worked from 1783 until 1815 or 1820. He first used his masters mark in 
1783, when he became a master on December 22. He presumably formed 
the company Georges Rémond & Cie. seven years later; around 1800 the 
company was renamed Rémond, Mercier, Lamy & Cie. During the French 
occupation of Switzerland by Napoleon Rémond used his initials within 
a lozenge as his mark, which was in accordance with the stipulations of 
the newly formed Département du Léman. A similar design without the 
lozenge was used by the company Lamy, Rémond, Mercier, Daniel Berton 
from 1815 to 1829. In 1820 a new company Mercier, Blondel and Berton 
was established, so it is assumed that Rémond retired or died around that 
time. The new company only lasted for another seven years though and 
ceased to operate on April 14, 1827.

Around 1890 Audemars Piguet began offering their movements in four 
quality levels: “Extra”, “I”, “II”, and “III”.

Jules Audemars and 
Edward Piguet personally wrote several booklets with explicit instructions 
on the finishing of the movements for their watchmakers. Based on 
these instructions, a record card would be created for every single watch 
where every step of the work had to be filled in and signed off by the 
watchmaker in charge. Upon completion of a watch it had to be presented 
to either Jules Audemars or Edward Piguet for final inspection. No watch 
was ever send to a customer without having first been approved by one of 
the two company owners.

Mozaffar ad-Din Shah Qajar (1853-1907) 
Mozaffar was the fifth Qajar king of Persia. He reigned between the years 
1896 and 1907. 
When he ascended the throne in May 1896, he was unprepared for the 
burdens of office. 
At Mozaffar ad-Din’s accession Persia faced a financial crisis, with annual 
governmental expenditures far in excess of revenues due to the policies 
of his father. During his reign, Mozzafar ad-Din attempted some reforms 
of the central treasury; however, the previous debt incurred by the 
Qajar court, owed to both England and Russia, significantly undermined 
this effort. He had to make up the existing deficit by contracting more 
unpopular loans from Russia, which exacted political concessions in 
return 
Like his father he visited Europe three times. During these periods, on the 
encouragements of his chancellor Amin-os-Soltan, he borrowed money 
from Nicholas II of Russia to pay for his extravagant traveling expenses. 
During his first visit he was introduced to the “cinematographe” in Paris, 
France. Immediately falling in love with the silver screen the Shah ordered 
his personal photographer to acquire all the equipment and knowledge 
needed to bring the moving picture to Persia, thus starting Persian cinema 
Widespread fears amongst the aristocracy, educated elites, and religious 
leaders about the concessions and foreign control resulted in some 
protests in 1906. These resulted in the Shah accepting a suggestion to 
create a Majles (National Consultative Assembly) in October 1906, by 
which the monarch’s power was curtailed as he granted a constitution 
and parliament to the people. He died of a heart attack 40 days after 
granting this constitution and was buried in Masumeh shrine in Qom.

Designed by Raymond Thévenaz, with a case 
by Italian manufacturer Fernando Fontana (Sesto Calende), the “Dynamic” 
family was launched in 1968 to a receptive audience. Its elliptical shape 
results from the first study of the way a watch sits on the wrist.
In 1970 the “Dynamic” family was moved into the “De Ville” line, which 
is where Omega was concentrating its design efforts at the time. There it 
continued to be a great success, and as a result was launched as its own 
line in 1984, and again in 1997.
The final incarnation of the “Dynamic” line was as a series of watches 
based on World War II British Military pieces.

Ingenieur Chrono Alarm 
With the «Ingenieur Chrono Alarm» another variation of the Genta theme 
was launched in 1991, this time adding chronograph as well as alarm 
complications to the Ingenieur line. Thanks to its diameter of 34 mm 
and its military looking main dial, the «Chrono Alarm» gave a more adult 
impression than the prior «Chronograph» (Ref. 3734). The model range 
seems to have been quite effective. Nevertheless it was already missing 

from the catalogue beginning with 1998, most probably making way for 
the «Automatic Alarm» within then launched GST line. The «Chrono Alarm» 
was however still on stock, with the last pieces being delivered as late 
as 2000.

3970/3971 (1986-2005) was introduced on the occasion of 
Patek Philippe’s 150th anniversary and was intended to replace the 
successful model Ref. 2499. It had been produced from 1951 to 1985; 
thanks to the explosive popularity of collecting vintage Patek Philippe 
wristwatches during the early 1980s, the collectors had discovered the 

extreme rarity and lasting value of these watches. Patek Philippe also 
recognized the need for a more modern design of its most prominent 
model - the design had only undergone minor revisions over a period of 
30 years. Patek Philippe had always had a discerning and loyal clientele, 
but had never been a high profile brand. When affluent individuals began 
purchasing modern Patek Philippe wristwatches to wear and enjoy, 
this changed dramatically. In a successful market of the late 1980s, the 
Ref. 3970 turned into a “best seller” for Patek Philippe. Still only very few 
collectors realized the true rarity of certain variations for this watch, 
in particular, the endless possibilities for collecting Ref. 3970 by dial 
variation or different styled indexes and/ or hands.

Thousand-year moon phase mechanism
What will first and foremost fascinate the clock enthusiast is the precision 
with which the Lange designers have calculated the transmission of the 
moon phase indication for exactly 1000 years to come - the engineers did 
not settle for the conventional moon phase calculation which assumes 
that the moon travels around the earth in approximately 29 days, but 
tried to adapt to the actual astronomical conditions; these are based 
on the exact time of the synodic month, which is 29 days, 12 hours, 
44 minutes and 3 seconds. The “Big Dipper” with its seven similar sized 
stars is depicted with gold appliques. Next to the centrally located star 
“Mizar” is the smaller “Alcor” (Arabic: saddles), which in ancient times was 
used as a popular test object for excellent sharpness of vision.

Haas & Cie. 
In 1848 the brothers Leopold (1827-1915) and Benjamin (1828-1925) 
Haas, both knights of the Légion d’honneur, founded the ANCIENNE 
MANUFACTURE DES MONTRES HAAS & CIE in Geneva. The company 
excelled in unique and exceptional pieces and achieved its reputation 
with exquisite watches that pass for modern even today. Rare treasures 
such as the split second chronograph and beautifully wrought pocket 
and wristwatches were created in accordance with the manufacturer’s 

fundamental motto of simplicity, technique and elegance. Benjamin Haas 
invented a form of winding where the mainspring was wound by opening 
the front cover of a hunting case watch. Patents, 1873, p. 48 illustrated 
and outlined British patent No. 3945, issued Dec. 2, 1873 to B. Haas. This 
patent was licensed to other makers. 1884 Haas changed their name to 
Haas Neveux & Cie, to communicate that new family members had taken 
positions in the company. At the same time the original logo of B.H. & Co. 
(for Benjamin Haas & Co) was changed to a small running hare and the 
letters HNC in an oval shape - representing the dynamic attitude of the 
company. In 1896 Haas Neveux & Cie establishes a record with an ultraflat 
2mm movement for a ladies’ watch and wins a first price for precision in 
the 1902 competition of the famous “Observatoire de Genève”.

One may 
assume that the watch was made for presentation to the 
Maharaja Mahbub Ali Khan, the 6th Nizam of Hyderabad, 
at a special race or other equestrian event. He reigned 
from 1869 until 1911. Its most prominent rare features 
are the 8 day going trains and the central progressive 
minute recording hand, which in combination with the 
chronograph hand gives the impression that this is a split 
seconds chronograph. The design of the watch illustrates 
the height of the British Raj in India. The scene shows a 
fashionable English couple out on a ride as well as an oak 
leaf motif and riding accessories. It is likely that the jockey’s 
cap shows the racing colours of the original purchaser.
This combination of Swiss manufacture and English taste is 
quite typical for the Indian market and was one aspect of 
the so-called “Swiss period”, which of course also produced 
a number of Swiss-manufactured watches with cases 
decorated purely in Indian style.
The ruling Indian classes at the time often welcomed the 
English gentry and enjoyed participating in traditional

Henri Perregaux (1828-1893)
Henri Perregaux took over the family business when he was still quite 
young, because his father died very early. The watchmaking company, 
however, began to flounder and in 1860 Perregaux had to close it down 
and start working for Constant Girard-Perregaux, his brother-in-law. 
When Girard-Perregaux decided to open a branch in the New World, he 
made Henri Perregaux head of this new sales office.

Perregaux and his wife travelled to Buenos Aires in October 1865 and he 
began setting up as representative for Girard-Perregaux in a number of 
North and South American States. Around 1872 Perregaux extended his 
business area to the West Indies.

Henri Perregaux worked tirelessly for 16 years, promoting the brand 
of Girard-Perregaux and turning it into one of the major players in all 
the American markets. He retired from the business and returned to 
Switzerland in 1881.

He succeeded his father in 1881 (Ref. Burke’s Peerage and Baronetage, 
p.588). He was the great nephew of Samuel Pepys the 17th Century 
diarist.

Samuel Pepys (1633-1703) 
Pepys was an English naval administrator and Member of Parliament 
who is now most famous for the diary he kept for a decade while still a 
relatively young man. Although Pepys had no maritime experience, he rose 
by patronage, hard work, and his talent for administration to be the Chief 
Secretary to the Admiralty under both King Charles II and subsequently 
King James II. His influence and reforms at the Admiralty were important 
in the early professionalisation of the Royal Navy.
The detailed private diary Pepys kept from 1660 until 1669 was first 
published in the 19th century and is one of the most important primary 
sources for the English Restoration period. It provides a combination of 
personal revelation and eyewitness accounts of great events, such as the 
Great Plague of London, the Second Dutch War, and the Great Fire of 
London.

In 1844 Adolphe Nicole patented a mechanism for a single button fly back 
chronograph that used a heart-shaped cam; it returned the chronograph 
hand to zero with the press of a button and subsequently allowed 
successive measurements. The watch we have here is a rare split example 
that employs this construction; it belonged to one of the most prominent 
members of the American Thoroughbred racing industry - Milton H. 
Sanford. Sanford must have used this very early chronograph when he 
trained the horses he bred and owned; the cuvette of the watch bears the 
engraving of Sanford’s name as well as the names of his descendants. The 
watch was kept in the family for nearly 150 years.
Milton H. Sanford was born in Medway, Masschusetts in 1813; he was a 
gifted businessman who made a fortune with cotton and wool mills that 
manufactured blankets supplied to the Union Army during the American 
Civil War.
Even though Sanford came into his money through the textile industry, 
his passion lay in breeding and racing horses; Sanford owned Preakness 
Stables in Preakness, New Jersey and Preakness Stud Farm in Lexington, 
Kentucky.
During a dinner party in the summer of 1868, Maryland governor Oden 
Bowie told the other guests of his dream to have a world class racetrack 
in Baltimore; Sanford and some other horse racing enthusiasts present at 
the party immediately thought that this was of course a marvellous idea 
- and Pimlico Race Course held its first Dinner Party Stakes on October 
25th, 1870. Sanford’s horse Preakness won the race and in its honour the 
race was renamed “Preakness Stakes” in 1873. Today the Preakness Stakes 
is the second of the three races in the American Triple Crown: Kentucky 
Derby, Preakness Stakes and Belmont Stakes.

Paul Philip Barraud 
Barraud was famous for his chronometers; he was a Fellow of the 
Clockmakers Company (1796-1813) and a Master (1810/1811). In 1838 he 
started a partnership with John Richard Lund, who took over the company 
after Barraud’s death.

Paul Ditisheim (1868-1945)
Ditisheim was one of the most famous Swiss maker of watches and 
chronometers, who did most of his research and his publications in 
the field of precision timekeeping. He did his apprenticeship at the 
watchmaking school in La Chaux-de-Fonds, before working in Ponts-de-
Martel, Berlin, Paris, and Rotherham (near Coventry). In 1892 he opened 
up a watchmaking factory in La Chaux-de-Fonds. He presented his 
watches in many exhibitions and was very sucessful in designing pocket 
chronometers, usually with lever escapement. He developed for example a 
navy chronometer with exchangeable escapement system. Ditisheim and 
Charles-Edouard Guillaume worked together in developing and testing of 
temperature-independent metal alloys.

Claude Galle (1758-1815) 
Galle was a renowned bronzier during the reign of Louis XVI and was first 
established at Rue du Four before moving to Rue Vivienne. During the 
early 19th century, he supplied works to many French and Italian palaces, 
including Tuileries, Fontainebleau and the Grand and Petit Trianons at 
Versailles.

This is why so many artists of the time adopted the theme of Zeus on his 
throne, the most famous example being the picture “Jupiter (Zeus) and 
Thetis” of 1811 by neoclassical painter Jean Auguste Dominique Ingres; it 
is today in the Musée Granet in Aix-en-Provence in France. The painting 
conveys perfectly the contrast between the powerful god and the petite 
and delicate nymph; the subject is inspired by an episode in Homer’s Iliad, 
where the sea nymph Thetis begs Jupiter (Zeus) to save the life of her son 
Achilles during the Trojan War.

Louis-Stanislas Lenoir-Ravrio (1783-1846) was the adopted son 
of famous bronzer André-Antoine Ravrio (1759-1814), who counted 
Napoleon I amongst his wealthy clientele. After the death of his father, 
Louis-Stanislas-Ravrio Lenoir took over the workshop at Rue des Filles St. 
Thomas in Paris. In 1819 he was awarded the silver medal of the Salon, 
which demonstrated his excellent reputation and the quality of his work. 
In the words of a contemporary critic, “M. Lenoir-Ravrio enjoys a very 
good reputation... Everything produced by this manufactory is exquisitely 
tasteful.”

The manufactory of Hunt & Roskell was founded by the famous gold 
and silversmith Paul Storr. When Storr went into partnership with John 
Mortimer and John Samuel Hunt, he took up the retailing of clocks and 
watches in addition to his original business of selling gold, silver and 
jewellery in their New Bond Street shop. The partnership dissolved at the 
end of 1838, and Mortimer, J.S. and J. Hunt continued trading as Mortimer 
& Hunt at 156 New Bond Street. When Mortimer retired in 1843, he 
was replaced by Robert Roskell, and the company continued as Hunt & 
Roskell until it was bought by J.W. Benson in 1866. They had additional 
premises in Manchester and produced watches for the China trade as well 
as fine minute repeating watches and watches with spherically-sprung 
spring-detent tourbillons. Hunt & Roskell exhibited at the Paris Universal 
Exhibition of 1867.

L. Leroy & Cie. 
Born in 1859 in Argenteuil, the eldest son in a family of 14 children, he 
soon became familiar with the art of precision watchmaking. His father, 
Théodore-Marie Leroy, was well known as a maker of chronometers, 
Watchmaker to the Navy and a member of the Légion donneur. He 
employed Louis in the workshops where he quickly became the best of 
apprentices. When he was barely 16 years old he presented a piece that 
attracted great attention at the competition of the Paris Chamber of 
Watchmakers, and by the age of 20 he was an approved watchmaker. He 
spent a year in England, training under a manufacturer in Clerkenwell 
shortly after the London Universal Exhibition, and soon gained a 
reputation for being talented and ambitious with a fiercely enquiring 
mind. Casimir Halley Desfontaines recognized his ability and employed 
him at Le Roy & Sons, and soon afterwards in the Paris workshops. This 
was the dawn of a new era in society and the start of the company 
period of absolute excellence. Louis relationship with the Desfontaines 
family soon developed into a close friendship. When Casimir died, his son 
George took over the business, but his reliance on the expert advice of 
Leroy meant that it was he who emerged as the real leader. He became a 
partner in the business in 1888 and took it over completely one year later, 
changing the name to .Leroy & Cie, ancienne maison Le Roy & Fils From 
1895 onwards, the company archives only refer to the name Leroy & Cie.

Darstellungen”, Munich 1997, p. 82.

Pierre-Basile Lepaute (1750-1843)
Pierre-Basile Lepaute (who called himself Sully-Lepaute) took over the 
famous company established in the 1740s and ran it together with his 
son Pierre-Michel Lepaute (1785-1849). He held the title of Horloger de 
l’Empereur during the Empire and Horloger du Roi at the Restoration and 
the July Monarchy. Lepaute’s company was the main supplier of clocks to 
the Garde-Meuble during the times of the Empire. He was admitted to the 
Exhibitions of the Products of the Industry in 1819 and 1823.
The Lepautes were one of France’s leading clock and watchmaking 
families. They were inventors and writers as well as researchers and 
exceptional craftsmen. Their clients included Louis XV, Louis XVI, Madame 
du Barry, Duc de Bourbon, the Princesse de Monaco, King Ferdinand VI, 
King Charles III and Charles IV of Spain.

After his apprenticeship as an engineer Fuchs travelled as a journeyman 
in Germany and Europe. After returning he married the daugther of a late 
clockmaker in Zerbst; in 1845 he moved the business to Bernburg and 
called it a turret clock manufactory and precision mechanics workshop. 
Fuchs built a number of turret clocks at the Prince-Bishopric of Paderborn; 
he donated one of his turret clocks, which he had exhibited at the World 
Exhibition in Vienna in 1873, to his birthplace, the city of Welda. It was 
installed in the church tower of St. Kilian’s. He is also famous for his 
geographical and astronomical world clock in the town hall of Bernburg 
(Saale). Fuchs built other instruments as well such as an automatic 
weighing machine for turnips and an electrical security and alarm system 
for penal institutions. In 1875 he constructed - without know what the 
device was intended for - the mechanism for the time bomb that was 
supposed to sink the emigrant ship Mosel.

Pierre Jaquet-Droz was a Swiss-born watchmaker of the late eighteenth 
century. He lived in Paris, London, and Geneva, where he designed and 
built animated dolls, or automata, to help his firm sell watches and 
mechanical birds.
Constructed between 1768 and 1774 by Pierre Jaquet-Droz, his son 
Henri-Louis (1752-1791), and Jean-Frédéric Leschot (1746-1824) were 
The Writer (made of 6000 pieces), The Musician (2500 pieces), and The 
Draughtsman (2000 pieces).
His astonishing mechanisms fascinated the kings and emperors of Europe, 
China, India, and Japan.
Some consider these devices to be the oldest examples of the computer. 
The Writer has an input device to set tabs that form a programmable 
memory, 40 cams that represent the read-only programme, and a quill 
pen for output. The work of Pierre Jaquet-Droz predates that of Charles 
Babbage by decades.
The automata of Jaquet-Droz are also considered to be some of the 
finest examples of human mechanical problem solving. Three particularly 
complex and still functional dolls, now known as the Jaquet-Droz 
automata, are housed at the art and history museum in Neuchâtel, 
Switzerland.

The baseplate has a small compartment 
on the left side that can be covered with a small brass lid - probably 
intended for keeping spare parts such as pieces of string. The lid and the 
baseplate each have four ornamental studs on the outside.

Lienhard Miler was born before 1580 and died after 1652. He usually 
signed his work in the way we see on this sundial - with his master’s 
mark, a heraldic lily and added the year the piece was created; from the 
many signed pieces we can assume that he was active from 1602 to 1651.

Francois Ducommun (1763-1839)
Ducommun was a famous maker and designer of ring sundials, planetaria 
and planetary clocks who lived in La Chaux de Fonds. He is said to have 
built all his timepieces himself with the assistance of only a few selected 
craftsmen.

The equinoctial ring
The equinoctial ring dial is the mariner’s watch and an integral part of all 
navigation inventories. It can be used to determine time for all lines of 
latitude as well as for solving various navigational problems.

The ring dial was invented in the first half of the 17th century and 
soon became very popular because it was robust and folding, which 
make it easy to transport. In this case the usual hand aligned to the 
pole is replaced by a rectangular bar with a central slit; this is mounted 
diagonally in the vertically suspended ring. The inclination of the slider 
corresponds to the position of the celestial pole, so that when the ring is 
in the meridian, the bar is parallel to the Earth’s axis. A perforated slider 
sits in the central slit and is adjusted along a scale according to the height 
of the sun at the time of the measurement. A second ring that is vertical 
to the first ring and thus parallel to the equatorial plane has the hour 
markings. When the instrument is set, a sunray falls through the slit in 
the slider onto the inner ring and shows the time. Vice versa the fact that 
the light falls on the inner ring proves that the instrument is adjusted 
correctly, thus eliminating the need of a compass.

The clockmaking family Reinhold
The Reinhold family is originally from the city of Liegnitz near Wroclaw; 
Johann Reinhold the Elder was born there in 1550. He left his home 
town in 1566 and arrived in Augsburg a year later, where he worked as 
apprentice and journeyman for at least two masters. In 1584 Reinhold 
became a master himself.
He was not only an exceptionally gifted clockmaker but also an excellent 
designer of astronomical gears. Together with Georg Roll, Reinhold 
created the famous celestial and terrestrial globes with clock movements, 

which Roll sold to Emperor Rudolf II for 1,200 thalers and to his brother 
Archduke Ernst for 1,500 thalers. In 1588 Reinhold produced his own 
terrestrial globe, which today belongs to the Greenwich museum.

In 1586 Johann Reinhold‘s first son Janus Hans Reinhold is born. In 
spring of 1596 Johann Reinhold died at the age of 46 and Caspar II 
Buschmann became the guardian of the family.
Janus Hans Reinhold received the money for an apprenticeship and his 
father’s tools and clothing. On June 9, 1619 he is given the right to run 
his father’s smithy, which had lain idle since 1596 and thus became an 
independent clockmaker. Janus Hans Reinhold died in 1639.

This clock by Janus Hans Reinhold is not only interesting because of its 
mechanism and the elaborate case - until its recent discovery, the only 
known work of this master was a magnificent small monstrance clock 
that is owned by the Ashmolean museum in Oxford.

Johann Kesborer (Kaesborer, Kässbohrer) (1650-1732)
Kaesborer was born in Ulm in 1650 and elected senator of Ulm in 1705.

Kaesborer died in 1732.

This clock was originally created in the time of Johann George 
I (1585-1656), Elector of Saxony from 1611 to 1656 and 
grandfather of Augustus II the Strong. The clock was obviously 
passed through the family and Augustus had it modified to carry his 
own initials and coat of arms.

Augustus II the Strong, King of Poland
Born May 12, 1670 in Dresden. Became Frederick Augustus I, Elector of 
Saxony in 1694 after the sudden death of his older brother and King of 
Poland and Grand Duke of Lithuania as Augustus II in 1697.
Augustus the Strong joined an alliance with Russia in the Great Northern 
War and was defeated by King Charles XII of Sweden. >From 1704 to 
1709 Stanislaus Leszczynski replaced him on the Polish throne until the 
defeat of Charles XII at Poltawa. As Elector of Saxony Augustus was 
considered the archetype of an absolute ruler, whereas he was more or 
less an impotent king of Poland due to the opposition of the nobility and 
the influence of Peter the Great. His building and collecting activities from 
1720 onwards gave Warsaw and Dresden their famous baroque buildings 
and magnificent collections, such as the Zwinger in Dresden with its 
wonderful porcelain collection. Augustus the Strong is said to have 
fathered 267 children. He died in Warsaw on January 31, 1733 during the 
night.

Samuel Haug
According to Jürgen Abeler, Samuel Haug signed his pieces with the 
abbreviation “SA/HA” or “SiHiA”. Haug was born in Augsburg in 1580 and 
became an independent watchmaker in 1612; he created a great number 
of pieces such as table clocks, figure clocks and astronomical clocks. Today 
his creations can be found in many museums and collections. Haug died 
1637 in Augsburg.

An important, rare and large Renaissance verge clockwatch with 
hour self strike and stackfreed
Case: firegilt and silver, back side lavishly florally pierced, the edges 
engraved with geometrical pattern, silver case band with pierced and 
engraved geometrical design. Dial: silver, florally engraved border, radial 
Roman numerals, the centre field engraved with an animated landscape, 
a river scene and a large castle, single blued steel hand. Movm.: firegilt 
brass full plate movement, punch mark “PRT”, verge escapement, 
stackfreed, foliot and hog’s bristle, locking plate with internal teeth, 
1 hammer/1 bell.

This watch from Nuremberg is a supreme example of the transition from 
the “horologium ferreum”, the pendant watches with movements that 
were - particularly in Southern Germany - in the first half of the 16th 
century completely made of iron, to the French constructions, which at 
the time already used brass or gilded brass parts.
“The surviving early German pendant watches all have a stackfreed 
because it allows a flatter design”, writes Klaus Maurice. The stackfreeds 
always had full plate movements.”
The signature around the master’s mark at 12 on the back plate is “PRT”, 
which we read as “Paul(us) RosenTretter”; the mark clearly shows a rose 
branch with leaves and large petals that is wound around a shoe or boot 
- one can observe the design particularly well when the mark is turned on 
its head. It is unclear yet if the shapes above the opening of the shoe and 
at its back end are related ornaments.
It is quite impressive to see how elaborate the hand filed iron cog and 
crown wheels of the watch are; an even greater surprise, however, are 
the details of the movement and the strike mechanism - produced less 
than 50 years after Peter Henlein. There are not even 20 years between 
the earliest known German master’s mark of Caspar Werner of Nuremberg 
in 1548 and this mark of his fellow countryman “Paulus Rosentretter”, 
who became a citizen of Nuremberg as well as a master in 1566: “Paulus 
Rosentretter, Cleinvhrmacher, ist maister worden adi 24. November 
1566” (Paulus Rosentretter, watchmaker, became a master on November 
24, 1566). Unfortunately Rosentretter did not have much time to enjoy 
his new rights; he died only 12 years later on May 23, 1578, probably 
not even 40 years old. Hans Sachs, shoemaker, Meistersinger and poet 
had been laid to rest only two years before him - which means that 
our watch was a contemporary of that famous son of Nuremberg. At 
this point in time the watch is the only existing piece created by this 

master; a monstrance clock made of rock crystal and bearing the mark 
“PR”, which Heinrich Lunardi mentions as having possibly been created 
by Paulus Rosentretter – today No. 1392 of the “Sammlung fuer Plastik 
und Kunstgewerbe” in the Kunsthistorisches Museum in Vienna – was 
probably made in Augsburg and certainly dates to the first quarter of the 
17th century; hence it clearly cannot be attributed to Rosentretter.

The School of Blois
In its time Blois was not only a stronghold of enamel painting but also an 
important centre of watchmaking. The reputation of Blois began during 
the reign of King Francis I (1515-1547). The unique beauty of the painted 
enamel cases created at the school of Blois rivalled those coming from the 
school of Geneva and the pieces were not only highly valued at the time 
but also cherished as masterpieces of art in the centuries that followed.

Movm.: full plate movement, keywind, 
firegilt, signed, gut/fusee, tulip pillars, verge escapement, plain two arm 
iron balance without spring, pierced and engraved balance cock, top lock 
with blued click work.

Jupiter and Callisto
According to Hesiod, Callisto - whose name means “the most beautiful” 
– was a daughter of Arcadian king Lycaon. As a nymph of Diana she had 
taken a vow of chastity but was seduced by Jupiter in the guise of Diana. 
When Callisto was found out to be pregnant while bathing with the other 
nymphs, Diana cast her out and she was turned into a bear by the ever-
jealous JuNo. Ovid describes how Jupiter finally placed Callisto and her 
son Arcas amongst the stars as Ursa Major and Ursa Minor.

Nathaniel Barrow (circa 1639 - circa 1700)
Date of birth and date of death of Nathaniel Barrow are not known. 
He apprenticed with Job Payne in 1653 and was made free of the 
Clockmaker’s Company in January 1660. Barrow became a master of the 
Company in 1689.

Although the case of this watch is unsigned, it was undoubtedly created 
by Pierre Huaud the Younger. The vignettes are divided by a black 
and white design that reminds us of a piece in the Dr. E. Gschwind 
Collection, which has a movement by Richard Street. While watches 
with Geneva cases and English movements are rare, they can still be 
found occasionally. In addition to the piece mentioned above, there are a 
watch by Leroux (signed Pier. Huaud pinx.invnt. and also part of the Dr. E. 

Gschwind Collection) and another signed by Henry Jones.
The watches are mentioned in “The Early Clockmakers of Great Britain” by 
Brian Loomes NAG Press London, p. 74; “Montres de Geneve” by S. Bull 
& F. Sturm, Dr. E. Gschwind Coll., Basel 1978, Nos. 21 & 24; Christies Sale, 
Time Watches and Carriage Clocks, March 21, 1972, lot 132.

Pierre Huaud the Younger (1647-1698)
Pierre the Younger was born in Geneva and the eldest son of Pierre Huaud 
the Elder. He worked in partnership with his brothers Jean-Pierre and Ami 
and taught his other brother And the art of enamel painting. We know of 
two surviving watches that bear his signature; most of his watches are 
later pieces from his partnership with Ami when the brothers worked in 
Berlin for the Elector of Brandenburg.

Robert Grinkin the Elder
He was a very prosperous Blacksmiths’ Company member and London 
watchmaker. He was free of the Blacksmiths’ Company in 1609, taking 
Sampson Shelton of Shepshed as apprentice in 1613. In 1622 he was one 
of a group of watchmakers who asked King James I to allow them to form 
a company of clockmakers, aimed at keeping foreign competitors out 
of London. The king did not agree to their request, and it was not until 
1631 that the Clockmakers’ Company was founded. He died in 1626, and 
in which household his two sons, Edmund and Robert junior (both aged 
about 28) continued the trade, also Blacksmiths’ Company members. 
Today many of his works are in important collections and museums, e.g. 
The Frick Collection, the British Museum, London and the Metropolitan 
Museum of Art, New York.

Pierre Maingot 
Pierre Maingot the Elder became a master in 1582. We know that he 
worked in the Rue St. Merry until his death, because his window is still 
registered at that address 1634, the year he died.

1639 he is mentioned at the Rue Neuve St. Mederic, where he remained 
until 1644. The watch we have here is most likely to have been created by 
father and son together.

Describing this watch demands that we take into consideration another, 
almost identical timepiece we came across two years after we aquired the 
first watch.
Please note the small stylized lily on each of the pendants; according 
to Edelmetaal Waarborg Nederland B.V. (the Dutch assay office), this is 
the master mark of Boele Rijnhout (1629-1689). Rijnhout, a native of 
Oldenburg, was a renowned silversmith and maker of musical boxes. 
There is a watch by Jacques Hubert of Rouen in the Musée International 
d’ Horlogerie in La Chaux d’ Fonds with a strikingly similar case; it dates 
back to approximately 1670 and one might think that all these cases 
were created by the same maker - they are all covered with the same 
mesh of flowers, stems and leaves of tulips, lilies and strawberries in 
the naturalistic style of Gilles Légaré. The finishing technique strongly 
suggests that the cases were, if not created by the same craftsman, at 
least produced in the same workshop. We found another watch with 

a case that belongs in this group too: On page 34 of his “Cavalcade of 
Time”, Henry B. Fried shows as No. 17 a watch supposedly produced in 
the Netherlands in 1780, for the London-based company Gallant. There 
is no doubt that the case of that watch is 100 years older and that it was 
fashioned in the same workshop as the other three. The museum also 
shows some watches where the back plates and the arrangement of the 
dial are identical to the two “Landreau” examples. These pieces also date 
back to the last third of the 17th century - which is much too early for 
the watchmaker Salomon Landré.
Another clue that points to the brothers Landreau as makers of both 
watches is the catalogue No. 1 of the “Galerie Genevoise d’ Orlogerie 
Ancienne” of August 8, 1974, which has as lot 167 an identical 
astronomical pocket watch with the description “Landreau, Amsterdam” 
and the interesting date “around 1650”. This is particularly striking because 
at that time the Landreaus - Huguenot refugees - were, according to 
Mopurgo, already working in Amsterdam; equally important is the fact 
that none of these watches is fitted with a hairspring, which indicates 
that they were either created before Huygens invented the balance spring 
or shortly after, when the new invention had not yet become widespread.

Benedikt Fuerstenfelder 
Benedikt Fuerstenfelder was one of the most important and influential 
watchmakers in Friedberg during the late 17th and early 18th century. 
The present piece is not only remarkable because of its almost perfect 
condition but must be considered one of the most aesthetically pleasing 
as well as technically most complicated carriage clocks known.

Fuerstenfelder was born on January 2, 1680 in Aichach, he was the son 
of Johannes and his wife Elisabetha. He married Magdalena Gastl of 
Laimering in Aichach in 1707. He was a senator of the outer council in 
Friedberg and died there on July 26, 1754.

Henry Massy
According to Brian Loomes in “Watchmakers and Clockmakers of the 
World”, London 2006, p. 516, Henry Massy worked in Charles Street in 
London and was a member of the Clockmakers’ Company from 1692 until 
1745. His father Nicolas (II) Massy was born in Blois in France and had 
come to London as a refugee, where he worked in Cranbourn Street; he 
had been a member of the Clockmakers Company from 1682 on and died 
in 1698. Father and son Massy were descendants of Nicolas (I) Massy, 
a renowned watchmaker in Blois, who became a master in 1623 and 
married in the same year. He was elected juré of the guild in 1646 and 
died in 1658.
It seems that the ties of the Massy family to Blois were never broken.

Jean Pierre Huaud
Pierre, the founder of the Huaud dynasty, was born in 1612 as the son 
of the French goldsmith Jean Huaud. Pierre Huaud settled in Geneva in 
1630 and of his eleven children, three became famous enamellers like 
their father: Pierre II (1647-1698), Jean-Pierre (1655-1723) and Ami 
(1657-1724). One can assume that the brothers trained and worked with 
their father; Pierre II started his own business around 1680. Jean-Pierre 
and Ami became partners in 1682. They were appointed painters to the 
Court of Prussia in 1686, and went to Berlin. They returned to Geneva in 
1700. The name is spelt in the variants “Huaud” or “Huaut” and sometimes 
“Huault”.
Among their most well-known works are: Diana and Actaeon, The 
Judgement of Paris, The Holy Family, St. John the Baptist, The Nativity, The 
Adoration of the Shepherds.

In early 17th century France, Blois was stronghold of the enamel 
painting and watchmaking industry. However, many Huguenot craftsmen 
were forced to leave their homes because of their religion - Pierre Huaud, 
founder of the Huaud dynasty, was one of them. He settled in Geneva in 
1630 to work as an enameller; the Huauds’ creations stood out from the 
work of the Geneva school because of their inimitable beauty. They were 
not only highly treasured at the time but continued to be admired as 
masterpieces of art in the centuries that followed.

Les Frères Huaut
The painted enamel cases by “Les deux Frères Huaut” (brothers Huaut) 
stood out from the works of the Geneva school because of their unique 
beauty; not only were they highly valued in their time but also treasured 
as masterpieces of art in the centuries that followed. This watch case is a 
perfect example of this kind of quality.
Pierre was the founder of the Huaud dynasty and born in 1612 in Geneva 
as the son of French goldsmith Jean Huaud. He settled in Geneva in 
1630 and three of his 11 children became famous enamelists like their 
father: Pierre II (1647-1698), Jean-Pierre (1655-1723) and Ami (1657-
1724). The brothers were most likely trained by their father and worked 
with him; Pierre II started his own business around 1680. Jean-Pierre and 
Ami became partners in 1682 and were appointed painters to the Prussian 
court in 1686, when they moved to Berlin and started working for Elector 
Frederick William of Brandenburg (1620-1688). At this time they signed 
“Les deux frères Huaut Les Jeunes”; after 1686 “Les Frères Huaud” or “Les 
deux frères Huaud” with the addition of “peintres de son A.E. à Berlin” or 
“p.d.V.A. fct à Berlin”. This watch is signed “Les deux frères Huaud peintre 
de son A.E. le Brandebour”.
The brothers returned to Geneva in 1700 and after that date their 
signature appeared as “Les deux frères Huaut”, or “Peter et Amicus Huaut”; 
they also used the signature “Fratres Huault”. The name is spelt in the 
variants “Huaud” or “Huaut” and sometimes “Huault”. 
Among their most well-known works are: Diana and Actaeon, The 
Judgement of Paris, The Holy Family, St. John the Baptist, The Nativity, The 
Adoration of the Shepherds.

Daniel Quare 
Daniel Quare, one of the most eminent makers was born around 1648 in 
Somersetshire. He joined the clockmakers company in 1671 and became a 
master in 1708. He died on March 21, 1724, in Croydon in Surrey.
In addition to his legendary clocks and watches Quare created various 
barometers and mathematical instruments and is credited with the 
invention of the rack striking mechanism. He came to the attention of the 
King in 1686, when Edward Barlow tried to patent a repeating mechanism 
for watches, and Quare, with the support of the clockmakers company, 
appealed his patent, saying he had been making repeaters since 1680. 
Repeating was important in the era before easily turned-on electric light, 
so you could know what time it was in the dark. Barlow’s patent was 
refused, and the king, testing Barlow’s and Quare’s watches side by side, 
stated a preference for Quare’s.
There are Quare clocks in the royal collections at Buckingham Palace and 
Hampton Court, as well as in important museums and further private 
collections.

Nicolaus Delle became a master in 1732; on May 10, 1733 he married 
the widow of watchmaker Joseph Anton Schoener (who had died a year 
earlier) in Augsburg, which enabled him to be self-employed. Delle was 
originally from Gdansk.

King Solomon and the Queen of Sheba
The Queen of Sheba is a biblical figure; she is said to have visited the 
court of King Solomon in Jerusalem in the 10th century BC. Her earliest 
mention is found in the Old Testament, but she is also mentioned in the 
Quran and in Ethiopian legends; there is, however, no reference to her in 
sources from the ancient land of Sheba, today’s Yemen. Thus there is no 
real proof even today whether the empire of this fabled queen did in fact 
lie there or in the region of Aksum in Ethiopia - it is not certain even that 
the legendary figure was based on a historic person.

Edward Ellicott

In some of his later 
pieces the cylinders were made of ruby.

George Moore (1814-1894) of 23 Percival Street in Clerkenwell lived at 
that address until 1859; from 1860 until 1872 he worked at 21 St. John’s 
Square in Clerkenwell, where he had taken over the company F.B. Adams 
& Sons. From 1884 on he was a partner in the company Charles Frodsham 
at 84 Strand for some time - this is not surprising, as his son George John 
Moore was a son-in-law of Charles Frodsham. He had married Hannah 
Mill Frodsham (born on December 7, 1839) on April 16, 1868 and they had 
two children; he also received a bequest from the estate of Frodsham’s 
wife Elizabeth.

The maker of the gold case was Louis Comtesse at 10 East Street, Red 
Lion Square. Comtesse had first registered a mark (incuse) as “goldworker” 
on November 8, 1804; at the time he was working at 13 Batemans 
Buildings in Soho, where he remained until 1827. The “cameo mark” on 
this case was registered on March 5, 1840 and was Comtesse’s last mark.

Daniel de St. Leu 
Daniel de St. Leu originally came from Geneva and worked from 1753 to 
1797; he created some of the most beautiful and intricate watches of 
the eighteenth century. In 1765 he was appointed watchmaker to Queen 
Charlotte, wife of King George III - the fact that all of de St. Leu’s watches 
after this year are either signed ‘Sevt. to her Majesty’, or ‘Watch Maker to 
her Majesty’ is proof that he held this title for the rest of his life. De St. 
Leu was specialized in the production of watches for the wealthy Ottoman 
market, where the clientele wanted their watches to be pieces of jewellery, 
often in lavish gold cases with elaborate decoration and set with precious 
stones. In the 18th century, English watches were very much in demand 
on the Ottoman market and exported in great numbers from England. 
R. Rolt states in ‘A New Dictionary of Trade and Commerce’, 1756, that 
“Great quantities of watches are exported to Asia, particularly to Turkey; 
where they serve more for ornaments like pictures in rooms, than for use in pockets.” Daniel de St. Leu created movements of superior quality and 

put them in extravagant cases - the perfect timepieces for the Ottoman 
market.

Joseph Botzleiner
Judging from this clock Joseph Botzleiner was an excellent and 
imaginative clockmaker who had a shop in Munich at “Im Tal 5” in 1835. 
A mantel clock by Botzleiner is owned by the Münchner Stadtmuseum. 
He was probably a son or even a grandson of the Joseph Botzleiners who, 
according to Abeler, began his watchmaking apprenticeship on May 7, 
1736 in Friedberg.

Clemens Baron von Raglovich (1766-1836)
Clemens Wenzel Freiherr von Raglovich von und zum Rosenhof (1766-
1836) was a Bavarian General der Infanterie.
Raglovich was born in Dillingen, the son of an army officer. He served as 
an officer of the Swabian Circle in the Army of the Holy Roman Empire. In 
1767 he became Hauptmann and he took part in campaigns of the wars 
from 1793 to 1796 at the River Rhine and in 1799 in Northern Italy, where 
he was wounded in the battle of Novi Ligure. Meanwhile he was advanced 
to Secondmajor in 1786 and to Premiermajor in 1793, while serving 
in the 1st Kreis-Infanterie-Regiment of Graf Friedrich zu Fürstenberg-
Stühlingen. In 1799 he became Oberst.
As a result of the Treaty of Lunéville, Dillingen became part of the 
Bavarian Kingdom and was taken over by the Bavarian Army in 1803. 
Raglovich took part in the campaigns of 1805, 1806/07, and after that 
was promoted to Major General and Brigadier in 1806, as chief of the 
general staff of the 1st Royal Bavarian Division in the campaign of 1809. 
In the battle in Russia he was wounded near Polotsk and repatriated. He 
fought in the Battles of Bautzen and of Dennewitz in Prussia. In 1813 he 
was promoted to Lieutenant General and divisional commander, and 
in 1814 he supervised the deployment of the Bavarian reserve army. In 
1817 he became director of the topographic bureau, and transferred it to 
military institution. He initiated the foundation of the main conservatory 
of the army library. In 1819 he became member of the Bavarian Reichsrat. 
One year later he took office as Chief of the General Staff, and was 
advanced to General der Infanterie in 1823. In 1821 he became an 
honorary follow of the Bavarian Academy of Sciences and Humanities, 
and in 1829 he became chief of the 2nd section of the War Ministry.

Jacob Auch
He began his apprenticeship in the workshop of Philipp Matthaeus Hahn 
in Echterdingen. From 1787 until 1798 he had his own small workshop in 
Vaihingen an der Enz and worked for the Institute of Physics in Karlsruhe. 
As court mechanic for the Duke of Weimar he worked mainly for the new 
Seeberg Observatory from 1798 on. The renowned astronomer Baron 
Franz Xaver von Zach headed the observatory until 1806 and was one 
of Jacob Auch’s most important customers. Auch supplied numerous 
watches and instruments for the observatory, which was at the time 
the most modern in Europe. His work was at the time always measured 
against the quality of English chronometer makers such as Josiah Emery 
and Thomas Mudge. Auch also created important astronomer’s pocket 
watches in the style of his master Philipp Matthaeus Hahn, with dials 
on both sides; they showed the traditional watch face on one side and 
planetaria on the other. One of the most famous customers of Auch was 
Johann Wolfgang von Goethe.

He was the son-in-law of and successor to Parisian watchmaker 
Claude Mathieu le Ainé and most likely his pupil too; Claude Mathieu le 
Ainé created his masterpiece in 1754 and opened his own workshop in 
the Rue des Capucines at Place Vendome in 1757. He produced pocket 

watches and pendulum clocks and in 1759 he moved to Rue St. Honoré 
7 - most likely to be closer to a wealthy clientele. In 1766 he had a 
dispute with some creditors. He most likely died in 1810, because a widow 
Mathieu is registered at the Rue St. Honoré address that year.

John Roger Arnold (1769-1843)
John Roger Arnold was the son of renowned British horologist John 
Arnold. He began his apprenticeship with A.-L. Breguet in Paris in 1792. 
The younger Arnold became a member of the Clockmaker’s Company in 
1796 and was a Master in 1817. He took up a partnership with E.J. Dent 
in 1830 and the two craftsmen experimented heavily during their work 
together; in particular they concentrated on the effects of magnetism 
on chronometers. Dent left Arnold in 1840, whereupon Arnold continued 
working on his own but died only three years later. Charles Frodsham 
bought the business after Arnold’s death in February 1843 and it 
flourished until 1858 under the name Arnold and Frodsham.

John Arnold produced about 94 pocket chronometers “of the Best Kind” 
in his life and 37 of them still exist today. Around a quarter of those have 
been modified to a greater or lesser extent in that they have no Arnold 
excapement or balance, no original dial or nor original case etc..
No. 20/63 is an original piece and demonstrates Arnold’s tireless 
experimenting and his indefatigable search for greater precision.
The most interesting feature of the watch is certainly its type of balance. 
The engraving on the movement “No. 20/63” indicates that it was 
originally a “double S” balance.
When Arnold revised his pocket chronometers he often fitted them with 
a higher quality balance because he was aiming for better temperature 
compensation. He experimented with the “double T” and the “double 

S” balance and eventually developed the “OZ” balance - which was a 
standard for a long time before Arnold finally created the so-called “Z” 
balance.
No. 63, however, features another even more advanced balance type - 
the “ZO” balance. This balance consists of a bimetal Z-shaped piece that 
is connected to a smaller O-shaped brass ring with three screwed-on 
weights. It is extremely interesting that this kind of balance in an Arnold 
pocket chronometer has so far always been attributed to his son Roger; by 
Arnold himself there are only very few of these movements.
This makes No. 63 the only pocket chronometer by J. Arnold with 
this type of balance.

Movm.: full plate movement, 
keywind, frosted, gilt, signed, chain/fusee with Harrisons maintaining 
power, round movement pillars, two-arm gilt brass balance with screwed 
steel ring and patented “double S” balance with compensating nuts 
screwed onto threaded posts fixed to the free ends of the S-shaped 
bimetallic strips, freesprung blued helical balance spring, Emery style 
balance bridge with floral engravings, chatoned diamond endstone on 
balance and escape wheel. 

Josiah Emery (1725-1797) 
The eminent watch maker Josiah Emery, Charing Cross, London was born 
in the Swiss canton of Vaud, he moved to London, where he built accurate 
clocks with cylinder escapements. In 1781, became honorary member 
of the Clockmakers’ Company. He came to fame as the first watchmaker 
worldwide after Thomas Mudge to pioneer the construction of watches 
regulated by a free anchor escapement and was the first to series-produce 
it. L. Berthoud said:”His work was particularly fine in all essentials, without 
unnecessary show.” 

Josiah Emery’s modified lever escapement
On July 22, 1776 Count Brühl, Saxon envoy at the English court, wrote to 
Thomas Mudge and asked him for a model of the escapement Mudge had 
used in his “Queen Charlotte watch” - the very first lever pocket watch, 
which Mudge had completed in 1771 - for Josiah Emery. Mudge refused 
at first but delivered the model shortly after.
In 1782 Emery created the first lever watch for Count Brühl; he had built 
it according to the mechanism Mudge had provided him with, which 
was - unlike the “Queen Charlotte watch” - constructed in a straight 
line set-up; this meant that balance staff, lever staff and escape wheel 
staff were positioned in a linear alignment. For an early version of his 
escapement Emery used Mudge’s arrangement with two sapphire cams on 
the balance staff, operating on two planes with the corresponding prongs 
of the anchor fork. Emery later modified this construction and arranged 
everything on a single plane, with a mobile pulley instead of the sapphire 
cams on the balance staff.

One might say that Emery’s design was ultimately responsible for the 
success of Mudge’s lever escapement. Emery used more stones, but the 
most significant difference is Emery’s use of a “double S” compensation 
balance inspired by one of Arnold’s concepts.
The significance of Emery’s ideas and his creations is also apparent in 
the fact that French watchmakers such as Breguet used and adapted 
his escapement. It seems that even Pouzait’s lever watches are based on 
Emery’s designs; Emery might have given him the necessary information 
during a visit in his home country.

Sometime in the summer of 1782 Jean Baptiste Gaspard Bochart de 
Saron (1730-1794), president of the French parlament, became one of the 
first of Emery’s customers to buy a pocket watch with lever escapement, 
which he paid 90 guineas for. According to Jonathan Betts in “Josiah 
Emery, Part 4, The Surviving Lever Watches” it is quite possible that this 
was the watch No. 908 we have here (Jonathan Betts in „Josiah Emery, 
Part 4, The Surviving Lever Watches, Antiquarian Horology, Winter 1996, 
p. 136).

Quite a number of important personalities at the time owned lever pocket 
watches created by Josiah Emery - such as the English Prince Regent, the 
Duke of Sussex (who owned three) and Admiral Nelson, who died at the 
Battle of Trafalgar with the watch in his pocket - it is today kept in the 
National Maritime Museum in Greenwich.

By his own account Josiah Emery sold about 38 lever pocket watches 
between 1782 and 1793; only 22 of them still exist today.

This finely executed compensation device - the so-
called “Chelsea bun” - is basically the same as the one Harrison 
and later Kendall (K2!) used for the first pocket watch marine 
chronometers, so this watch was probably produced not long after 
them! 
Case: silver “consular” case, band and inner lid florally engraved with 
sound holes, rear bell, monogram on reverse side “RL”, movement 
protection cap. Dial: enamel, radial Roman hours and Arabic minutes, 
gold cathedral hands. Movm.: full plate movement, signed, gilt, chain/
fusee, 3 barrels for going train, repetition and self strike, moulded 
pillars, 4 hammers, ruby cylinder escapement, three-arm steel balance, 
temperature-compensating balance spring by adjustable helical bimetal 
stripe, pierced balance bridge, chatoned diamond endstone on balance, 
movement protection cap.

Three successive generations of the Vulliamy family were active as 
clockmakers from 1735 until 1854; they were particularly famous for their 
regulator clocks but also created excellent and important pocket watches.
Around 1743 Benjamin Gray, who was about 66 at the time and had been 
pocket watch maker to King George II since 1742, and Francois Justin 
Vulliamy (who had immigrated from Switzerland in the mid 30s) became 
partners; Vulliamy had married Gray’s daughter Mary two years before. 
Gray was a watchmaker specializing in repeating verge pocket watches; 
during his partnership with Vulliamy these repeater watches were more 
often fitted with cylinder movements and the company also produced a 
number of clocks.
After Gray’s death in 1764 Justin Vulliamy took over the shop at the west 
end of Pall Mall. In 1772 Justin’s son Benjamin Vulliamy was appointed 
clockmaker to the court of King George III; together with his father 
he had already assisted the king in his observatory at Richmond in 
1769 during the transit of Venus. Around 1780 he became a full partner 
in his father’s business. In the early 80s the Vulliamy company had 
started to concentrate on the production of clocks (particularly valuable 
ornamental clocks) because the ever increasing number of cheap pocket 
watches imported from abroad had began causing serious problems for 
the domestic makers; special value was laid on an excellent quality control 
and dedication to quality. Justin Vulliamy died in 1797 when he was 

nearly 86 years old; he had written his last will in French.
Around 1801 Benjamin Vulliamy took his son Benjamin Lewis on as 
partner. They carried on selling pocket watches with cylinder escapements 
but started using more and more duplex excapements for their high 
quality pieces. The company began including items such as candle holders 
and other gold and silver goods into their range; this increased their 
turnover considerably, however, the customers’ habit of not paying their 
bills - specially where members of the royal family and the nobility were 
concerned - kept the profits comparatively low.
Benjamin Vulliamy died in 1811 and his second son came into the 
business; however, he left again in 1820 because he was unhappy with 
his brother Bemjamin Lewis‘ strict management style. The company 
was by now known for its outstanding turret clock movements and the 
well-engineered clocks they supplied many public authorities with. Of 
course they still produced pocket watches as well and soon to be famous 
makers such as Richard Pendleton, E.J.Dent and Sylvain Mairet worked for 
the Vulliamys around the end of the 18th century and in the 1820s and 
1830s.
Benjamin Lewis unfortunately did not manage to secure the commission 
for “Big Ben”, but he and his ancestors had been appointed clockmakers to 
the royal courts of four kings and queens and the family had had several 
masters in the Worshipful Company of Clockmakers. The company ceased 
to exist with Benjamin Lewis’ death in 1854; goodwill and royal warrant 
changed over to Charles Frodsham, tools and equipment were mostly 
taken over by the Jumps, Vulliamy’s loyal workmen.

Robert Best
Robert Best trained from 1778 to 1782 with Thomas Earnshaw Snr and 
then worked as foreman in the workshop of renowned chronometer 
maker John Brockbank at 5 Cowpers Court; around 1790 Best had his own 
business at 4 White Lion Court, Birchin Lane. After 1798 he was located at 
4 Sweetings Alley and after 1810 at 1 Windsor Place, St. Paul’s; Best was 
a member of the Clockmakers’ Company from 1783 until 1820. Around 
1796 Best was bankrupt and emigrated to Constantinople for some 
time; he returned to support his master Earnshaw’s claim regarding his 
chronometer escapement, which was heavily contested by John Arnold’s 
son John Roger Arnold and Dr. Maskelyne, the resident Astronomer Royal 
during the Board of Longitude’s enquiries in 1804.
Best was, together with Joseph Watkins, Charles John Cope und William 
Frodsham, also in a partnership with P.P. Barraud and George Jamison for 
the production of Mudge chronometers.
The case of the watch was probably made by James Macklin at 7 Plumtree 
Street, Bloomsbury; its movement closely resembles Barraud’s watch 
E3 /1803/218 (delivered by Earnshaw); this is the same with the 
movements of Earnshaw’s watch No. 30175 and other Earnshaw watches. 
The authors‘ assumption that this is clearly a watch produced by Thomas 
Enarnshaw Snr is confirmed by Earnshaw himself - in his famous 
pamphlet he states that many of his pocket chronometers with spring 
detent escapement bore the signatures of distributors and mentions, 
among others, Robert Best in this context.

Thus our No. 2193 has an Earnshaw number and is consequently listed in 
the catalogue of his works published by Anthony G. Randall in “The Time 
Museum Catalogue of Chronometers” on page 144ff..

Thomas Earnshaw (born 1749 in Ashton under Lyne, Lancashire, died 
1829 in London) worked from 1794 to 1795 at 119 High Holborn and then 
also at 87 Fenchurch Street. There can be no doubt that he is the inventor 
of a spring detent chronometer escapement that outperformed the 
competition and prevailed over the next one and a half centuries; he also 
formed the concept of a balance wheel made from brass and steel that 
was to become the foundation of the future compensation balance.
In his pamphlet “Longitude: An Appeal to the Public…” Earnshaw 
(apart from attacking his enemies) describes the development of his 
chronometer escapement in great detail. His competitor John Arnold had 
the support of prominent people such as Sir John Banks, President of the 
Royal Society and Alexander Dalrymple, Hydrographer of the Admiralty.
Many famous mariners used Earnshaw’s watches with great success 
though; for example, No. 520 was used by Matthew Flinders on his voyage 
around Australia and No. 465 was in the property of the astronomer 
Crosley, who travelled with Flinders.
When we look at the movement numbers listed by Tony Mercer in 
“Chronometer Makers of the World” on page 135, this pocket chronometer 
fits right into the series.

This watch was once the property of Sir Robert Williams II (1767-
1847), a financier in London; he was Alderman and Sheriff of London in 
1796/1797, as well as Member of Parliament and Magistrate and Deputy 
Lieutenant for Dorset. In 1814 Williams inherited Bridehead Estate in 
Dorset from his father.
King George IV believed Robert to be ‘a most respectable loyal man, 
and always supporting the king’s government’.

The case maker William Mean, who produced this case, worked in 
1817 - when this watch was made - at 19 St. John Lane. His first mark 
was registered on April 9, 1783 at 8 St. John’s Street Road; the next one 
followed on August 15, 1791 at 7 Albemarle Street, St. John Square. There 
was another one at 19 St. John Lane on August 2, 1799 and a later one 
at 2 Jerusalem Passage on December 1, 1818. All these addresses were 
located in close vicinity of each other in eastern Clerkenwell.

“Brockbanks”
This was the signature the brothers John and Myles Brockbank of London 
used for their watches, which were usually excellent pocket and marine 
chronometers. The brothers were outstanding early chronometer makers 
and members of the Clockmakers’ Company. At times they worked with 
such prominent makers as Thomas Earnshaw and Peto, who developed a 
variant of the spring detent escapement - the “cross detent”. Some of the 
existing Brockbank chronometers are fitted with this type of escapement 
and fetch high collector’s prices on the market today. Between 1775 and 
1815 the Brockbank brothers took Samuel Elliot Atkins as a partner and 
the company began trading under the name of Brockbank & Atkins.

Robert Gibson may be a brother of John Gibson of London, Sweetings 
Alley, who was famous for his chronometer and duplex movements.

Presumably the owner of the timekeeper at the time was aware of this 
when he ordered a new case for the movement from Albert Thomas Oliver 
around 1937; the company was still at 31 Wynyatt Street then. A.T. Oliver 
was a descendant of Richard Oliver who founded the company in the mid 
19th century at 19 Galway Street, St Lukes.

Parkinson & Frodsham
In 1801 William James Frodsham, son of William Frodsham the Younger, 
and William Parkinson founded the company that was to become famous 
as Parkinson & Frodsham at 4 Change Alley, Cornhill in London. The two 
partners decided to specialize in pocket and marine chronometers; the 
location of their business was perfect for that because the coffee houses 
in the vicinity such as Garroway’s were frequented by captains, merchants 
and sales representatives of foreign trading houses who came to make 
their transactions. Very soon the company did not only supply the British 
Admiralty with their goods but exported them to the whole of Northern 
Europe.

In our 75th auction, “Ahrens Collection” we have sold the “sister watch” 
No. 541, lot No. 264.

It is interesting in this context to hear about the fate of our 
No. 544’s sister watch: Parkinson & Frodsham No. 543 was in the 
property of Captain Henry Foster when he was assigned to take 
the surveying vessel “Chanticleer” to the southern Atlantic Ocean 
in 1828. Foster was to take magnetic measurements, temperature 
charts, and conduct pendular tests. In 1831 Foster was already on 
the journey home when he travelled the Rio Chagres (in the area 

where the Panama Canal is today) in a small boat. On the trip back 
to the Chanticleer Foster went overboard and drowned - taking 
No. 543 with him. The Rio Chagres was dammed up when the 
Panama Canal was built; today it forms Lago Gatún.

J.G.I. Colbert was a member of the Clockmakers’ Company and worked 
first at 12 Tottenham Court Road (between Regents Park and Russell 
Square) and later at Grafton Street near Berkeley Square. He was very 
likely an immigrant watchmaker from France or the French speaking 
regions of Switzerland; his name and the fact that the watches wind 
through the dial - which is typically French - strongly indicate this.
The marks are too faint to enable us to determine the maker of the silver 
case. The maker of the pendant - who may have created the case too - 
was Michael Atkins at 4 Red Lion Street in Clerkenwell; his mark was 
registered on February 1, 1813.

The duplex escapement used in this watch is based on designs by 
Baptiste Dutertre, who had developed the fundamental concepts around 
1724. Pierre Le Roy converted the designs into a workable escapement 
mechanism in the 1850s; in the first half of the 19th century the duplex 
escapement was quite frequently used in England for high quality 
watches; it was eventually replaced by the chronometer and lever 
escapements, which performed even better.

Grether 
specialized in the creation of fine mechanical parts that were, for example, 
used in the production of tourbillons.

This watch is also mentioned in Anthony Randall’s “The Time Museum 
Catalogue of Chronometers” on page 88: “Additional notes”: “.....a similar 
watch , No. 2 / 1276 having the hallmark for 1893, bears the inscription 
on the Case: ‘The Jackson-Harmsworth Polar Expedition’”. 

Herbert Blockley was a star pupil at the British Horological Institute; he 
went into partnership with Major J.A. Lund as “Lund & Blockley” at 42 Pall 
Mall. J.A. Lund later opened a company “Lund & Blockley” in Bombay, India 
and Herbert Blockley continued the business in London on his own; he 
later moved to 41 Duke Street, St. James’s. He specialized in deck watches 
for expeditions that had screwed dust- and waterproof cases; many of 
them were purchased by the Royal Geographical Society and loaned out 
to expedition leaders.

Frederick George Jackson (1860-1938) was born on March 6, 1860 in 
Coughton near Alcester in Warwickshire; he was the son of a farmer. In 
the gap time between graduating from college and beginning his studies 
in Edinburgh he spent some time at cattle stations in Australia and 
travelled to Greenland on the whaler “Erik”.
When Nansen visited the Royal Geographical Society in 1893 to discuss 
his upcoming North Pole expedition with the “Fram”, Jackson applied to 
the Norwegian for a place in his team; however, Nansen refused because 
he wanted to be his team to have Norwegian members only. Jackson 
began to make plans for expeditions himself; he started out from Yugorkij 
Shar on his own initiative and explored the inner parts of Vaygach 
Island; he then travelled by reindeer sleigh from Arkhangelsk through 

the Russian Lapland to Vadsö, thus gaining valuable experience for his 
main expedition. The most important sponsor of this expedition was 
the publishing magnate Alfred Charles William Harmsworth - later 1st 
Viscount Northcliffe - (who owned the “Daily Mail” and “Evening News”); 
he contributed 5,000 pounds. Jackson was an excellent organizer and the 
team was equipped with all that was necessary; the expedition reached 
Cap Flora on the “Windward” under captain Schlosshauer at the end of 
August 1894 and was off to a good start.

Jackson had set up his research station “Elmwood” there. The foundations 
are still standing and amongst the debis of wood and metal one can 
still find the odd snowshoe left from the ponies that were used as pack 
and draught animals. After his initial delight at the meeting, Jackson 
felt rather ambivalent about it, as was his nature; Nansen’s rejection in 
London and the apprehension that Nansen’s success would somehow 
lessen the importance of his own expedition were the cause for his 
outright hostility towards the Norwegian.
It is fascinating to think that Jackson carried our Blockley watch on him 
all the time, which was normal for expedition watches because of the 
temperature constancy. Incidentally Jackson left his camp well equipped, 
so that Andrée‘s Arctic balloon expedition in 1897 could have made good 
use of it, had he ever reached it.

As to the signature “B.T.O.N. 186- 22103” on the back cover, we can 
only assume that it is an observatory designation like that on a pocket 
chronometer No. 483 by A. Ericsson, St. Petersburg, - that piece also 
carries the inscription “B.T.O.N. 43/16780” on tis back.

The brothers Pihl
The name Pihl stands for a number of excellent watchmakers who came, 
with one exception, from Pojo in the Finnish province of Nyland and 
worked in St. Petersburg.
Bernhard Wilhelm Pihl first worked for the London company E. Dent as 
agent in the Russian capital but soon took over representation of Victor 
Kullberg as well. One of his watches (No. 20) is owned by the Eremitage. 
Bernhard Wilhelm Pihl died in 1860 and it seems that all his businesses 
were taken over by his brother Gustav Victor Pihl (born in 1846, also in 
Pojo).
It is likely that Gustav Victor Pihl continued his brother’s numbering in 
his own watches. We know the numbers 63 (1870, Kullberg No. 1884), 
66 (1871, Kullberg No. 2118), 67 (1871, Kullberg No. 2139) and 68 (1871, 
Kullberg No. 2231). Our “Pihl No. 62” fits perfectly into that line because 
on its dial plate it carries the number “1896”, which is the number this 
pocket chronometer was produced with by Victor Kullberg in London! 
From the year dates that go with the numbers we see that it was not 
Bernhard Wilhelm Pihl (as Mercer states in “Chronometer Makers”), but 
Gustav Victor Pihl who bought and finished these timepieces (including 
our No. 62); he probably worked on the watches together with his other 
brother Anders Victor Pihl, born 1836 in Pojo.
There is little doubt that the brothers Pihl did not just add an extra charge 
on the watches bought in England and sold them on; being chronometer 
makers, they surely worked on the watches to optimize their technology 
and general performance.

This watch is the last tourbillon that the firm Dent, or rather North & 
Son, submitted to the Kew-Teddington observatory. We estimate that the 
watch was probably built as early as 1924, because it had already been 
tested at Kew once before: on page 859 of the supplement to Vaudry 
Mercer‘s “Edward John Dent”, the Dent No. 61434 is listed in June 1925 - 
before the 1927 entry; it is described as “gold, keyless” and the case is 
apparently the same as now. As Kew No. 18900 it achieved 82,8 marks 
and the designation “especially good”; however, the company must have 
expected a better result because they submitted the watch again two 
years later as Kew No. 19413 - this time it was awarded 86,7 marks.
The movement is clearly a creation of the Nicole Nielsen company; the 
tourbillon is very typical of their work. It is described in detail as “Nielsen 
1” on page 47 of Reinhard Meis‘ “Das Tourbillon”, 1986: “In particular it 
was the company “Nicole, Nielsen & Co.”, who mass-produced this type 
of watch... almost all of these – ébauches – were sold to well-known 
companies..... who signed them with their own name”; a footnote states: 
“Information about the company Nicole, Nielsen & Co. is scarce, but the 
watches indicate that as early as at the turn of the century many of the 
special parts were purchased in Switzerland”.

Robert Molyneux
Robert Molyneux was a pupil of Thomas Earnshaw and and adopted his 
master’s methods; when this watch was produced, he had his workshop at 
44 Devonshire Square near today’s Liverpool Street Station. Molyneux was 
initially in a working partnership with his fellow apprentice Charles John 
Cope at Earnshaw’s workshop; when Parry and Lyon went on expedition 
in 1821, they took amongst other things the chronometer No. 405 by 
Molyneux & Cope with them on their ships “Hecla” and “Fury”. Molyneux 
later moved to 30 Southampton Row and took his sons Henry and Robert 
into his business. He developed a chronometer with thermometer and a 
useful temperature compensation for chronometer balances at the same 
time as Eiffe. In England the name Molyneux appears around 1572, which 
was the time of the emigration of the Huguenots from France.

Robert Pennington
Robert Pennington was a renowned watchmaker who worked in London 
from about 1780 to his death in 1813. He is thought to have invented 
the screw balance - a very early version of which was used in the 
chronometer we have here. Pennington worked with William Howells 
and a number of other makers; between 1794 and 1799 the group 
produced at least 27 examples of Thomas Mudges’s ‘marine timekeepers’ 
commissioned by Mudge’s son. Pennington also created the magnificent 
drawings of plates in “A Description with Plates” which Mudge Jr. 
published in 1799.

His son Charles 
Cummins worked in 148 Leadenhall Street from 1822 until 1856 and 
was a famous maker of chronometers and barometers. In the mid 1850s 
chronometer maker John Fletcher (who employed the young Thomas 
Mercer) took over the premises in Leadenhall Street for some years.

Johann Heinrich Kessels
Kessels was born May 15, 1781 in Maastricht in Holland and died of 
cholera on July 15, 1849 in Claverham near Bristol. He was one of the 
most famous if not the most famous early chronometer makers working 
in Germany. While Altona was under Danish administration at the time, 
it was generally considered to be a German city and literature refers to 
Kessels as a German maker. After stays in London and Kopenhagen he 
worked with Abraham Louis Breguet in London and settled finally in 
Altona, where he opened his own workshop. The famous chronometer 
maker Winnerl of Paris - one of the teachers of Ferdinand Adolf Lange 
- worked with Kessels in Altona for a while. He quickly gained fame 
as a chronometer maker for the Danish navy. Kessels created marine 
chronometers, pocket chronometers and astronomical pendulum clocks.

Etienne Emile Delépine (1848-1905)
Delépine was born and lived in St. Nicholas d’Aliermont near Dieppe, 
France. He exhibited chronometers in Rouen 1895, and gained a Grand 
Prix in Paris, 1910. He entered the Trials for the French National Marine 
in 1886 and came 1st, 2nd, 3rd and 7th. He was also a great watchmaker 
and at one time made 2000 movements a month. He had a fine character, 
and was good with his staff. He fixed his own working hours which 
were 10-13 hours per day with no holidays. Women worked at home. 
Population of St. Nicholas at that time was about 2,000 of which 700-
800 were horological craftswomen and craftsmen, mainly sending their 
products to Paris and England. All chronometers sent to the Navy had a 
2-year test. If they failed, no payment was made.

The undisputed master of tourbillons, Jämes-C. Pellaton
Jämes-C. Pellaton only ever created five watches examples of the 
type “navy deck watch” and only one of them, the watch at hand, was 
presented for testing at an observatory, where it promptly won first 
prize. All in all only 10 of his tourbillons took part in observatory tests. 
This exceptional precision clock was adjusted by the master “regleur” 
Louis Augsburger in Le Locle. The watch with tourbillon carriage was 
an ultimate in precision timekeeping. From the 1920’s to the 1940’s, 
Jämes-C. Pellaton (ca. 1880 -1954) was one of the most esteemed maker 
of tourbillons and tourbillon carriages, which he supplied to the most 
prestigious companies including Patek Philippe, Vacheron Constantin, 
Girard-Perregaux, Ulysse Nardin. He learned his craft from his father, also 
an esteemed tourbillon maker. In design he followed his father, working 
on the same type of ebauches. He became director of the horological 
school in Le Locle, which in 1943 awarded him the degree of Doctor 
Honoris Causa, one of only three awarded at the time. 

Georges Scheren 
Georges Scheren founded the well known Mido watch company as early 
as 1918. The company has its seat is in Le Locle in the heart of the Swiss 
Jura Mountains.

“Jean-Francois Henri Motel, the best pupil of Louis Berthoud and inheritor 
of his business as official supplier of chronometers to the French Navy. 
For more information about him see the book by Jean-Claude Sabrier “La 
Longitude en Mer à l’heure de Louis Berthoud et Henri Motel”: N.B. “...
many French box chronometers were later converted to Deck Watch type 
boxes for the French Navy. This is one of the few that escaped the change 
and has also not suffered removal of the stop/start mechanism which 
seems to have occurred to most of Motel’s machines. Together with the 
original signed and dated mainspring ‘Vincent Juin 1830’ and the makers 
instructions, this must rate as the best and most original of any surviving 
Motel chronometer”.

Jean-François Henri Motel (1786-1857) 
He was born at Margny-Lès-Compiègne on 31 December 1786 and is 
considered the best known of Berthoud’s pupils. His father, Louis Nicolas 
Motel, was a farmer and tavern-keeper. Motel went in 1794 to Prytanée 
and then as a boarder to the Ecole des Arts et Métiers at Chalons until 
1806, when he obtained the qualification of Aspirant. He was then 
selected to go to Paris to be trained in the art of horology at the expense 
of the government; his instructor was to be Louis Berthoud, horloger de la 
Marine. Motel had barely finished his apprenticeship when Berthoud died 
suddenly in September 1813. His widow appealed to Motel to continue 
Berthoud’s workshop and complete the training of her two sons. On 
14 August 1819 Motel married Louise Elisabeth Herbet. He established 
himself in 12 Rue de l’Abbaye in 1823 and exhibited for the first time in 
1827 when the jury awarded him a Silver Medal for his chronometers and 
astronomical clocks and the comment ‘...none produces horology with 
greater precision than Mr. Motel’.

Thomas Mudge (1715-94)
The first timekeeper Thomas Mudge designed with a constant force 
escapement was built in 1774 and intended as a competitor for the 
longitude prize of 20,000 pounds the British Parliament was offering. 
Mudge later produced another two models of the same type but none 
of his chronometers were recognized and rewarded; Mudge died an 
embittered man. About year before his death his son had formed a 
partnership with William Howells and Robert Pennington; his plan was 
to build timekeepers according to his father’s specifications in a factory. 
Mudge the Elder was supervising the production of the chronometers 





until his death later in the year. The first pieces were accordingly signed 
“Howells and Pennington for Thomas Mudge”. However, only eight 
chronometers were produced in the first 18 months and in 1796 Mudge 
the Younger took on additional staff to increase production; Howells and 
Mudge did not see eye to eye on this though and ended their partnership. 
Unfortunately for Mudge the premises belonged to Howells, so that he 
had to look to move his business to another location. After his agreement 
with Mudge had finished, Howells went into production with Paul Philip 
Barraud and George Jamison and they began building simplified versions 
of Thomas Mudge’s original drafts. Once he had established his new 
workshop, Mudge Jr. took on the escapement maker Richard Pendleton 
and intended him to work with Robert Pennington on the creation of 
chronometers according to his father’s designs. Howells’ team as well as 
Mudge Jr.’s both saw themselves as the legitimate successors of Mudge 
Sr.’s work, so there are two separate series from series No. 9 on. However, 
neither company was really fortunate in their endeavours and Mudge 
was forced to close his factory in 1798 - only 19 more chronometers had 
been produced by then, so that the total came to 27. Howells’ business 
was even less productive and closed in 1799 after making only seven 
timekeepers.

This timekeeper is an excellent example of the watches Breguet began 
producing after 1790 and which were so much more advanced than 
those of most other makers at the time. The watch is intriguing not only 
because of its movement caliber type that was developed for the first 
repeating garde-temps watches - there is also Breguet’s new double 
repeating system, which was dumb for the hours and used a gong for the 
intervalls.

The idea was to make a very thin watch by reducing the thickness of the 
bridges and the dial and to eliminate the cuvette. Philippe Samuel Meylan 
is credited with the invention of the bagnolet caliber.

Sylvain Mairet
Sylvain Mairet grew up with his uncle; F.I. Favre-Bulle was a renowned 
watchmaker of his period. Mairet was to become one of the best 
watchmakers in Le Locle. He lived in London from 1831 until 1834 where 
he struck up a friendship with J.F. Cole and mostly worked for B.L. 
Vulliamy. He often created the watches to his own design; he invented 
a keyless winding system for watches with two-train movements (see 
lot No. 218). Sylvain Mairet was the official Swiss agent to the London 
Universal Exhibition in 1862 and wrote the official report; he received 
a gold medal at the 1867 Paris Exhibition “as a testimony to his ability 
and the beneficial influence which he had exerted on the progress of 
watchmaking in the Canton of Neuchatel”.

Bovet at Fleurier
Edouard Bovet born in Fleurier, Switzerland in 1797, son of a local master-
watchmaker, Jean-Frédéric Bovet. Edouard had four brothers, Frédéric, 
Alphonse, Gustave, Charles-Henri, and a sister, Caroline. In1814 Edouard 
Bovet is against Neuchâtel’s return to Prussian rule after the fall of 
Napoleon. After his apprenticeship, he leaves Fleurier with Alphonse and 
Frédéric to work as a watchmaker in London -then the centre of Europe’s 
watch trade and manufacture. 1818 Edouard Bovet’s employer, the 
Magniac company, sends him to Canton, the only Chinese port open to 
Western trade. He leaves England on the East India merchantman, Orwell, 
on April 20, arriving in Canton via the Cape of Good Hope on August 16. 
Delighted, he wrote to his brother in Switzerland, enthusing about the 
market potential and asking him to send more watches, but only of the 
very best quality, since this was where the demand lay and there was 
no difficulty about payment. Since 1822 Bovet, now living in Canton, 
founds a partnership company for the China watch trade with his two 
brothers in London, Alphonse and Frédéric, and his third brother Gustave, 
watchmaker in Fleurier. The charter of the company is drawn up in London 
on May 1. Business booms, and the company quickly transfers production 
to Fleurier. 

K’ang Hsi (1654-1722)
Chinese Emperor of the Qing dynasty. 
K’ang Hsi (or Kangxi) was the fourth emperor of the Qing (Manchu) 
dynasty and he is considered one of the most important monarchs 
in China’s history because of his triple role as military commander, 
statesman and scholar.
The 17th century Ching Dynasty Emperor K’ang-Hsi was a great admirer 
of the European sciences, especially that of horology, and he established 
several imperial workshops in which Chinese craftsmen made clocks and 
watches under the direction of imported European watchmakers, amongst 
whom were several masters. At K’ang-Hsi’s invitation, the Zougeese 
master watchmaker François-Louis Stadlin became director of the imperial 
workshops, and the Emperor’s favourite.

This watch employs three of Potter’s patents, the details of which are 
engraved on the bridges. The plate design was patented on January 4, 
1876, the escapement and presumably the great wheel design, on October 
11, 1875. Albert Potter’s work is not only rare, but also always of top 
quality and completely original design. 

Emil Adolf Oskar Frölich (* November 23, 1843 in Bern; † July 6, 1909 in 
Berlin)
Frölich studied physics, maths and chemistry in Bern and Königsberg/
Prussia; he did his doctorate (doctor philosophiae) with Franz Neumann in 
1868 on the influence of the absorption of solar heat in the atmosphere 
on the temperature of the earth. Afterwards he became director of the 
Swiss boards of weights and measures in Bern and was in 1869 appointed 
as chair administrator for physics and meteorology at the “Land- und 
Forstwirtschaftliche Akademie Hohenheim” near Stuttgart. >From 
1873 until 1902 Frölich worked for Siemens & Halske in Berlin (director 
of the physio-chemical laboratories). From 1902 on he was an associated 
professor at the Technical University of Berlin. Frölich was active in nearly 
all fields of contemporary electrical engineering including telegraphy, 
metrology, cable technology, electric generators, electrochemistry 
and electric furnaces. He worked on a plotting maching for recording 
telegraphic characters, a torsion galvanometer and a spark chronometer 
for measuring the speed of projectiles. Frölich also researched the 
calibration of standard resistors, the determination of arc temperature 
and, in continuation of his doctorate, the measuring of celestial and solar 
heat; he identified a value for the temperature of space and observed 
interrelationships between solar heat fluctuations and the existence 
of sunspots. Frölich also accomplished a very early oscillographic type 
recording of a curve by means of a telephone.

Gruen Watch Co. 
The early roots of the Gruen Company are found in Columbus, Ohio where 
Dietrich Gruen and W. J. Savage formed a partnership in 1876. The D. 
Gruen & Son legacy began in 1894 and flourished with the introduction 
of fine quality “precision” movements. Curvex movements, ultra-thins 
and the prestigious 50th anniversary model are highlights of this prolific 
company. 

The “50th Anniversary Watch”
In 1924, Gruen released a special pocket watch in an edition of 600 to 
commemorate their 50th anniversary (50 years since Dietrich Gruen’s 
1874 pinion patent). Each watch in the 600 represented one month of the 
50 years. This was one of the most extravagant and expensive watches 
that had ever been made. Gruen promoted this watch as, “the priceless 
possession of a few.”
The plates, bridges and wheels were made of gold, with ornate foliage 
patterns engraved into their surfaces. The original plan was to use 14k 

gold for the plates, but they were changed to 12k for engineering reasons. 
The 23-jewel movement (which included faceted diamond cap jewels 
on the balance and escape wheels) was “extra-Precision,” adjusted to 
8 positions and temperature.
Most watches were housed in an 18k yellow or green gold Gruen 
Pentagon case, but the customer was invited to order his own custom 
case. (Gruen means “green” in German; especially during the 1920s the 
company seems to have tried to popularize green gold, although white 
gold was much more fashionable at the time.)
Externally the Anniversary looks similar to Gruen’s other Pentagon models, 
which lent prestige to and helped sales of these other models---this was 
part of Gruen’s deliberate marketing strategy. Included was a magnificent 
leather-covered, locking jewellery box with gold and brass fittings. The 
standard model cost $500 USD, the equivalent of about $15,000 USD 
today, but many owners chose custom cases at a much higher price. 
The more ostentatious owner could even choose a solid platinum case 
studded with diamonds.
Fred Gruen gave the design, manufacturing and sales of this watch his 
personal attention and everything was handled with great ceremony. The 
only way potential customers could even arrange to see the watch was 
to make a request in writing to Fred Gruen, personally. The Anniversary 
watches were not distributed to, or displayed in, any stores. After the sale, 
the name of the owner was recorded in a large leather-bound book at 
Time Hill.

Charles Fasoldt (1818-1898)
He was born in Germany in 1818 and was sentenced to death in 
1848 because of his participation in the revolution. He managed to 
escape from jail though and emigrated to the United States. He settled in 
Albany and began setting up an impressive enterprise, which produced 
clocks, measuring instruments and microscopes as well as his famous 
watches. He sold the watches for 150 to 300 dollars per piece, which was 
a considerable price at the time. All watches were designed by Fasoldt 
himself and nearly all of them had his patented anchor escapement. For 

his pocket watches he invented a mechanism for winding and setting the 
hands - this cleared the way for the change from key wind to crown wind 
systems. Fasoldt patented his extraordinarily dependable escapement on 
March 7, 1865; the system requires no greasing and has a very strong 
angle of drag at both anchor pallets. Fasoldt carried out a spectacular test 
to prove the reliability of his escapement: he attached one of his pocket 
watches as well as several watches of other makers to the connecting 
rod of an Empire Express train engine for a return trip Albany - New 
York - Albany. After the bumpy ride Fasoldt’s watch showed only a 
slight deviation while all the other watches had stopped after just a few 
minutes.

Albert H. Potter (1836-1908)
Potter was born in Mechanicville, N.Y. in 1836. He completed a three-

year apprenticeship with Wood & Foley in Albany in 1855 and 
subsequently opened a repair shop in New York. In 

addition to the repair work he built some thirty five 
gold-cased three-quarter plate movements, some of 
them with lever and some with detent escapements, 
which he sold for $225 to $350. In 1861 Potter 
went to Cuba where he stayed for five years and 

continued with much the same kind of work, adding 
to his designs a quarter repeater and a form of duplex 

escapement. After getting back to New York he obtained 
his first escapement patent in 1868 and moved to the West 

soon afterwards. He stayed in Minneapolis and possibly Milwaukee 
for a little while but settled in Chicago agound 1870. In 1872 he 

started the company Potter Brothers together with his brother 
William Cleveland Potter; the firm was dissolved in 1875 but 

W.C. Potter continued the business until his death. Before 
leaving the United States in 1875 for Geneva where he 
would spend the remaining 33 years of his life, Albert 
took out several patents on compensation balances and 
improvements in watch escapements, assigning one 
half of his rights to John H. McMillan of Chicago (who 
may have been Potter’s partner in his early ventures 
in Switzerland). During his time in Chicago Potter had 

designed and built a pocket chronometer which may 
be considered his masterpiece. It was the prototype for 

several pieces he produced in Geneva, where he obtained 
his Permis d’Etablissement on February 11, 1876. In an article 

in the Horological Journal of May 1882, Potter stated that he 
had invented and made drawings and working models of fourteen 

different escapements.

Albert H. Potter pivoted detent chronometer
The present watch is an excellent example of the very highly finished 
pivoted detent chronometer calibre created by Albert H. Potter; Potter 
was and remains probably the most celebrated American maker of pocket 
chronometers. In the latter part of his life he worked in Geneva, where 
he was able to find accomplished craftsmen to work with him. This 
watch features a number of peculiarities which are typical for the work 
of Albert Potter. It has his patented safety barrel (patent No. 168581) 
to protect the going train from the effects of mainspring breakage; it 
uses a considerable amount of height, which means that the spring is 
unusually narrow for such a large watch. The pivoted detent escapement 
has Potter’s own design of pivoted detent with a special arrangement for 
the spring intended to make the passing action as smooth as possible; 
a circular counterpoising tail is carried on a piece at right angles to 
the blade near the free-end of the detent. A single pin set in the end 
of the escape wheel cock provides banking for the detent. Therefore 
no adjustment for the depth of locking is needed. This arrangement of 
the passing spring on an outrigger on the end of the detent was used 

earlier by James Ferguson Cole. The elegant plate design of this calibre 
allows for easy setting of the train and was patented on April 5, 1887. 
The mechanism for winding and setting is unique for Potter, although 
he did not patent this particular design: its intermediate setting wheel 
moves vertically for engagement, the click pin protruding by the barrel 
affords an easy and secure means of letting the spring off, and Potter’s 
typical glazed cuvette allows the movement to be seen. There are very 
small discrepancies between Potter’s early chronometers and the later 
ones; early ones have spotted movements while the later ones are usually 
decorated with Geneva stripes and were almost always stamped with 
Potter’s large trademark, unlike the early ones. Kalish mentions that Potter 
used to say he had no need to stamp his cases, since everyone recognized 
his work anyway. Early pieces have a traditional balance spring stud, the 
later ones are far more elegant. This watch uses several of Potter’s patents 
and has their details engraved on the bridges. The plate design was 
patented on January 4, 1876 (American patent No. 8888), the escapement 
(patent No. 168582), the motor barrel (patent No. 168581) and the 
balance (patent No. 168583), on October 11, 1875. The same inventions 
were patented six weeks earlier in England under patent No. 2985 of 
Aug 25, 1875. Albert Potter’s work is not only rare but also always of the 
highest quality and with completely original designs.

Jeanbourquin and it is quite possible that Marcel and Lucien were 
descendants - such as son and grandson - of Philibert.
It is said that the godfather of a pupil usually paid for a watch case to go 
with the finished movement at the end of the apprenticeship - here, this 
must have been quite a wealthy man!

The numbers 701291 and 703266 reached positionings in Neuchâtel in 
1924 and 1925, in the ships’ chronometers category. The watches with 
the movement numbers 703393 (with 24-hour dial), 703446 and 703450, 
bear the additional signature “Solvil”, showing that they were made after 
1925 when Ditisheim had already handed over company management.

Paul Ditisheim (1868-1945)
He was one of the most famous Swiss maker of watches and 
chronometers, who did most of his research and his publications in 
the field of precision timekeeping. He did his apprenticeship at the 
watchmaking school in La Chaux-de-Fonds, before working in Ponts-de-
Martel, Berlin, Paris, and Rotherham (near Coventry). In 1892 he opened 
up a watchmaking factory in La Chaux-de-Fonds. He presented his 
watches in many exhibitions and was very sucessful in designing pocket 
chronometers.

The shape and the movement design of this watch reach far back in time:

tourbillons. His son’s “return” to lever escapements for his timekeepers 
probably resulted from the fact that the Swiss lever escapement was 
- while being equally reliable - much less complicated to use than the 
chronometer escapement.
Number “1969” exactly matches number “1966” by Jämes-C. Pellaton, 
which is explained in Reinhard Meis‘ “Das Tourbillon” (1986) on page 164; 
that piece was probably created in 1950 in a cooperation with pupils at 
the watchmaking school in Le Locle - presumably Pellaton’s contribution 
to the piece was the cage.

The undisputed master of tourbillons, Jämes-C. Pellaton 
The watch with tourbillon carriage was an ultimate in precision 
timekeeping. From the 1920’s to the 1940’s, Jämes-C. Pellaton (ca. 
1880 -1954) was one of the most esteemed maker of tourbillons and 
tourbillon carriages, which he supplied to the most prestigious companies 
including Patek Philippe, Vacheron Constantin, Girard-Perregaux, Ulysse 
Nardin. He learned his craft from his father, also an esteemed tourbillon 
maker. In design he followed his father, working on the same type of 
ebauches. He became director of the horological school in Le Locle, which 
in 1943 awarded him the degree of Doctor Honoris Causa, one of only 
three awarded at the time.

This lot also includes a lady’s gold wristwatch by Ulysse Nardin Locle 
Suisse with a dedication to Pellaton’s wife: “A Mlle. Marguerite Pellaton, 
1924 1949, Ulysse Nardin S.A”.

Louis-Benjamin Audemars 
Born in 1782 in the Vallée de Joux, he was apprenticed at the age of 
16 to the already famous Philippe Meylan, who had specialized in 
making watch movements. Audemars’ manual skills, keen perception and 
intelligence impressed Meylan so much, that a partnership was offered to 
him. In 1811 Meylan went to Geneva and made Audemars his successor. 
He left Audemars the workshop which produced movements for other 
companies. The new company Meylan formed with Piguet became beside 
Le Roy, Breguet, Jürgensen, Charles Oudin, LeCoultre, Piguet Frères, Bautte, 
Piguet & Meylan, Patek, Frodsham, Dent, and Benson important customers 
for Audemars. In 1832 Audemars decided to produce complete watches 
to sell under his own name. Louis died a year later leaving this challenge 
to his eight sons, who continued running and developing the Audemars 
company. Between 1832 and 1837 the company invented the keyless 
winding/setting system, which is known today as the Audemars system. 
Audemars catalogues list “Breguet” caliber watches, “Breguet style” 
repeaters with independent centre seconds, “demi Breguet” calibers and 
Breguet anti-shock devices (pare-chutes). The Audemars company was 
soon recognized as one of the best. At the London Exhibition of 1851 it 
showed 10 watches with different escapements and complications. The 
company became famous for its ultra-complicated watches. Among the 
honors Audemars received were: London 1851 First Class Medal, New

Auguste Saltzman
The family of Auguste Napoleon Saltzman, as was his full name, came 
from Les Bois in the Canton of Bern. Saltzman was born there on October 
11, 1810; when he was about 10, his parents Auguste and Maria Anna 
Saltzman, née Gouvernon, emigrated to Carthage, New York. Seven 
years later, however, young Auguste was sent back to Switzerland to do 
an apprenticeship as a watchmaker. In 1840 he was back in the US to 
open a watch and clock shop in State Street in Carthage; in 1845 the 
“A.N. Saltzman & Co.” moved to 10 Maiden Lane, New York. On June 16, 

1855 the premises in Maiden Lane were destroyed in a huge explosion 
that occurred at fireworks manufacturers Demkins & Robins in the same 
building. Saltzman’s nephew and a man named Eugen T. Preudhomme 
died in the explosion and the total damages came to about $50,000 - of 
which only $10,000 were covered by insurance. As business was good, 
however, the losses were soon recouped.
In 1857 Saltzman went into partnership with the designer and inventor 
Charles Ed. Jacot in La Chaux de Fonds; from there they applied for a 
number of patents for the company “A. Saltzmann, Jacot & Co.” in New 
York.
The two partners presumably continued to sign their work individually. 
In 1870 the company “Saltzmann & Vuille” in Plainfield, New Jersey, was 
founded. In 1884 Saltzman put his home in Plainfield up for sale or rent 
- 12 rooms, ready-furnished, in prime location. He left America around 
1885 and moved to Paris, where he lived for the rest of his life. The date 
of his death is not known.

Favre-Leuba & Co
Favre-Leuba was founded in Le Locle in 1815 by Fritz Favre-Leuba. 
In 1882 the company was registered as “Favre-Leuba, Genève”, 
manufacturers of pocket watch cases and movements; at the time the 
firm had branches in Le Locle, Bombay, Calcutta, London, Fleurier and 
Versoix. From that time until about 1900 its main business was conducted 
on the Indian watch market. This watch was surely sold there - most likely 
it was either a personal or an official gift for a show jumper. The company, 
with headquarters in Geneva, existed at least until 1975.

This very rare calendar mechanism is fitted with a concealed perpetual 
calendar, which operates through a visible wheel with a purpose-built 
gearing that turns once a year. One after the other each of the 12 teeth 
control the monthly cycle; the variations of the February tooth are created 
by a mounted submechanism.

Haas & Cie. 
In 1848 the brothers Leopold (1827-1915) and Benjamin (1828-1925) 
Haas, both knights of the Légion d’honneur, founded the ANCIENNE 
MANUFACTURE DES MONTRES HAAS & CIE in Geneva. The company 

excelled in unique and exceptional pieces and achieved its reputation 
with exquisite watches that pass for modern even today. Rare treasures 
such as the split second chronograph and beautifully wrought pocket 
and wristwatches were created in accordance with the manufacturer’s 
fundamental motto of simplicity, technique and elegance. Benjamin Haas 
invented a form of winding where the mainspring was wound by opening 
the front cover of a hunting case watch. Patents, 1873, p. 48 illustrated 
and outlined British patent No. 3945, issued Dec. 2, 1873 to B. Haas. This 
patent was licensed to other makers. 1884 Haas changed their name to 
Haas Neveux & Cie, to communicate that new family members had taken 
positions in the company. At the same time the original logo of B.H. & Co. 
(for Benjamin Haas & Co) was changed to a small running hare and the 
letters HNC in an oval shape - representing the dynamic attitude of the 
company. In 1896 Haas Neveux & Cie establishes a record with an ultraflat 
2mm movement for a ladies’ watch and wins a first price for precision in 
the 1902 competition of the famous “Observatoire de Genève”.  

Benjamin Haas
English patent No. 3945 of December 2, 1873 was granted to Benjamin 
Haas for the development of a novel and unusual winding mechanism, 
which used the energy that is generated when the front cover of the 
watch is closed. Haas improved the original idea further and his watch 
possesses a well-developed system with a 36-hour power reserve 
(generated by twelve closings). Haas changed the going train by adding 
an additional wheel so that a single closing was able to achieve three 
hours’ winding. He also invented a safety device which disengaged the 
mechanism when fully wound and thus prevented any damage to the 
cover.

The Geneva based company Fritz Piguet & Bachmann was the winner 
of a great many medals at international exhibitions and competitions. 
Company owners were Fritz Piguet and Louis Bachmann; the name 
was later changed to “Fritz Piguet & Bachmann, Genève, L. Bachmann 
successeur”. It was most famous for its highly complicated watches 
- in 1893 a minute repeater with moon phase, perpetual calendar 
and chronograph function was delivered to the king of Romania. The 
company’s “régleurs” were Fritz Piguet and renowned watchmaker A. 
Favre-Rochat. The company was taken over by Maison M. Bader in 1913.

J. M. Badollet & Co.
The Swiss family Badollet produced several generations of fine 
watchmakers from the 17th to the 20th century. One branch of the family 
worked in Paris from 1712 until 1872; there were also offices in England 
and a maker called Paul Badollet worked in New York around 1798.
Jean Jaques Badollet (1756-1829) founded the company J.J. Badollet in 
1779 in Geneva. Jean Moise Badollet (1811-1854) was sole proprietor 
from 1828 until 1854 and traded under the name “J.M. Badollet”; 
from 1837 the company name was “J.M.Badollet & Cie”. It remained 
like this after the death of Jean Moise - his successor was Jean Marc 
Badollet. Around 1890 the company name changed back to the original 
“J. J. Badollet”; this was the time when the “Charmilles” pocket watch 
was produced after the patents of Potter. However, the venture was 
unsuccessful and the company was dissolved a year later in 1896. A year 
after that, Colomb & Balmer took over the premises in Geneva, keeping 
the trademarks of J.J. Badollet. It seems that around this time the Badollet 
family was once again involved; Gustave Badollet (1855-1924) was the 
last member of the family to be in charge of the company. In 1923 its 
name was “Geneva Watch Co., Successor to J.J. Badollet, micrometers” and 
this company was still trading two years later.

Henri Grandjean (1803-1879) 
Swiss chronometer maker. Henri Grandjean was born in Le Locle on 
December 14, 1803. From 1824 until 1830 he was assigned the task of 
organizing the South American branches of his father’s company; in 
1830 his brother Henri Gustave emigrated to Peru and was from then on 
in charge of these businesses. Henri Grandjean trained as a watchmaker 
in his home town. Around 1830 his factory “Henri Grandjean & Cie.” 
began to build ship’s chronometers that were modelled on the English 
chronometers. His business partner was Edouard Thévenaz; together with 
Louis Jean Richard and Ulysse Nardin Grandjean was the originator of the 
Swiss marine chronometer production. In 1831 Grandjean married Elise 
Montandon, the daughter of Isaac Pierre. He was granted permission to 
open watchmaking schools and founded the observatory at Neuchâtel. 
Later Grandjean went into politics and became representative and 
prefect of the city of Le Locle. In La-Chaux-de-Fonds he worked for the 
establishment of the Quartier-Neuf, which was finally built in 1855; 
his intention was to eliminate real estate speculation and to create low 
priced housing for working-class families. A street in Le Locle was named 
after him - the Rue Henri-Grandjean. Henri Grandjean died on March 21, 
1879 in Le Locle.

The design of this movement was one of the most successful in the 
history of watchmaking.

Adolf Haeuser (1857-1938)
Adolf Haeuser was a German entrepreneur and benefactor; he was 
managing director of the Farbwerke Hoechst AG in Frankfurt-Hoechst 
from 1916 to 1932.
Haeuser came from a Nassau family of officers and went to grammar 
school in Dortmund. He studied law in Marburg and Freiburg and worked 
as a graduate civil servant in the Public Prosecutor’s Department in 
Wiesbaden. Afterwards he studied chemistry in Berlin and Bonn.
In 1888 he joined the Farbwerke (previously Meister Lucius & Brüning) in 
Hoechst and took the position of company legal advisor in 1889. Haeuser 
joined the managing board in 1904 and took the chair in 1916.
From 1914 to 1918 he was also a deputy of the National Liberal Party 
in the Prussian Chamber of Deputies. Haeuser later displayed some 
reservations about the quarrelling parties of the Weimar Republic.
As a jurist he specialised in patent and copyright law.

When I.G. Farben was founded in 1925, Haeuser became a member 
of the board of directors and then deputy chairman of the company’s 
administrative board in 1926. He retired in 1932.
Haeuser supported the extension of social benefits by the company with 
special emphasis on company health insurance funds and company 
housing. Haeuser and his wife Luisa (née Koenig, 1869-1953) founded 
several trusts in Frankfurt and rebuilt their funds after the inflation.
Haeuser was a board member in a number of cultural and scientific 
ventures, among them the Kaiser WilhelmSociety and the Deutsches 
Museum. In 1933 he was one of 18 founders of the Haus der Deutschen 
Kunst which was built in Munich in 1937.

Luisa Haeuser (1869-1953)
Luisa Haeuser was the daughter of Dr. Karl Koenig, one of the first 
directors of the Farbwerke. In 1914 an Adolf and Luisa Haeuser trust was 
set up, whose revenue was intended to supply benefits for employees of 
the Farbwerke and their surviving dependants. Since the Haeuser marriage 
remained childless, the couple decided to establish a number of large 
trusts, the details of which were stipulated in a joint last will in 1934.
The will stated that the artworks from the large home in Frankfurt/
Main and the summer house in Oberkirch/Black Forest were to be 
distributed equally between the Städelsches Kunstinstitut, the Frankfurter 
Gemäldegalerie and the Kunsthistorisches Institut of the University of 
Marburg. Unfortunately the collections were greatly diminished by the 
bombing during the war; the remaining objects have been passed out as 
intended by now.

The Kew Observatory records list them as makers of high-quality 
complicated watches which were very successful during tests at the turn 
of the century. The present watch with its double overcoil hairspring was 
doubtlessly entered in one of those trials.

Jules Capt joined the company as a partner in 1843 after Henry 
Capt had died; one year later Adolphe Nicole received his first patent. He 
was issued two more patents, in 1862 (for a chronograph movement) and 
1870 (for a resilient lever).

Victor Kullberg
Victor Kullberg was born at Visby on the island of Gothland, Sweden 
in 1824 and was apprenticed to a chronometer maker in 1840. On 
the completion of his training he was employed by Louis Urban 
Juergensen in Copenhagen, but was attracted to Britain at the time of 
the 1851 Exhibition. In Britain he remained as a maker of marine and 
pocket chronometers to which he brought several innovations. From 
1860 onwards, thanks to the high quality of his machines and the 
efficiency of his new forms of auxiliary compensation, he consistently 
scored ratings in chronometrical competitions throughout the world and 
was awarded numerous gold and silver medals. With an international 
trade and reputation he was appointed chronometer maker to the 
Swedish and Norwegian navies in 1874 and, about a machine entered for 
the Greenwich trials of 1882, the Astronomer Royal reported that it was 
‘the finest chronometer they had ever had on trial’. Although unmarried, 
Kullberg had two sons. On their father’s death, 7 July 1890, they jointly 
inherited the business with his nephew Peter John Wennerstrom. After 
the death of the nephews, Wennerstrom and his son bought out the 
other interests in the business. Subsequently it was continued by Sanfrid 
Lindquist and survived until the 2nk Wold War during which its premises 
were destroyed.

Joseph White & Son in Coventry produced simple pocket watches as well 
as fine repeater watches and chronographs of all kinds; their speciality 
though was the making of tourbillons, flying tourbillons and caroussel 
watches - the latter mainly because of their close relationship with 
Bahne Bonniksen. The inventor lived and worked in Coventry and the 
Whites were his licensees. Of course the company regularly took part in 
observatory tests at Kew and was often successful placed, with several 
first places. Joseph White was also involved in other technical ventures in 
Coventry. He died on March 14, 1906 and his son Howard continued the 
success of the business.

Friedrich August Adolf Schneider (1824-1878) 
Friedrich August Adolf Schneider was born in Dresden in 1824 and began 
his apprenticeship with Gutkaes in 1841. In 1845 Schneider decided to 
follow his friend and future brother-in-law Adolph Lange to Glashuette 
and be a foreman in his newly set-up watch manufacture. After working 
with Lange for 6 years, Schneider went on to start his own watchmaking 
company in 1851. He produced keywinding pocket watches at first but 
changed to winding crowns around 1865 when Lange’s patented winding 
crown system was established. Schneider exported a large number of 
watches to the US; his local agent was Max Freund & Co. in New York. 
After Schneider’s sudden death in 1878 his son continued the business. 
All in all the company produced about 3,000 pocket watches of the finest 
quality. 

This watch No. 2805 was, however, not produced during Adolf Schneider’s 
lifetime but was made around 10 years after his death by his son 
Waldemar; Waldemar Schneider continued the business successfully until 
1891, when the company seems to have ceased to exist.

Johann Heinrich Seyffert (1751-1817)
Seyffert was the most eminent Saxon watchmaker of his time, 
even though he probably never passed his master’s examination. In 
1801 Seyffert became inspector of the Mathematical-Physical Salon. He 
is considered the “secret and unappointed” watchmaker to King Frederick 
Augustus I, who also protected Seyffert from the Dresden clockmakers 
company that wanted to bar him from carrying on his craft because of 
his missing apprentice certificates. Seyffert sold most of his watches 
to the royal family, scientists and explorers. One of his customers was 
Alexander von Humboldt, who bought an important pocket chronometer 
of exceptional accuracy for his expeditions.

The exceptional reputation of the “secret” clockmaker to the court 
Johann Heinrich Seyffert, who sold most of his clocks to the family of the 

Elector and later King Frederick August I, is apparent in the publication 
“Dresden - in der Geschichte der Uhrmacherei” (Dresden and the history 
of clockmaking), which was published by Paul Pleissner on the occasion 
of the 50th anniversary of the Robert Pleissner company, Dresden 
1924 (page 14): “When we look at the history of watchmaking in Dresden 
in the early 19th century, we first and foremost see ... Johann Heinrich 
Seyffert. ... In the field of watchmaking, Seyffert was a pioneer in his own 
right... . ‘Unofficial’ watchmaker to the court, consulted by Alexander von 
Humboldt who wanted to use Seyffert‘s chronometers as deck watches 
on his travels - there is little doubt that in his time Dresden had no 
watchmaker with better skills or higher ambitions than Seyffert. He was 
only interested in the most sophisticated watches that could be used for 
scientific purposes. To this end he always sought the perfect escapement 
and avoided any kind of ornamentation on the movement. He was in 
contact with the most famous French watchmakers such as the house 
of Breguet. The very few watches made by Seyffert that have survived 
.... are without exception extremely fine pieces that would not have been 
possible to create without the most extensive specialist training.”

Johann Christian Friedrich Gutkaes (1785-1845)
Johann Christian Friedrich Gutkaes was born in Dresden on June 16, 
1785. The choice of his godparents reflects the close connection of the 
Gutkaes family with the Dresden Court - his grandfather Johann Christian 
Gutkaese (1682-1757) had been chef to the court of Augustus II the 
Strong and Friedrich’s father Johann Christian (1753-1835) was a clerk to 
Frederick Augustus III.
According to Karl J. Langer there is little reliable information on Gutkaes’s 
training as a watchmaker; the fact that the records of the watchmakers‘ 
guild in Dresden show no entry for him indicates that he was not 
apprenticed in Dresden.
Inspired by his future employer Johann Friedrich Schumann (ca. 1759-
1817) and his contact with the Mathematisch-Physikalischer Salon, 
Gutkaes developed a strong interest in astronomy and mathematics.
On September 21, 1815 Gutkaes married Schuhmann’s daughter Friederica 



Charlotte; about two weeks later he became a master watchmaker in 
Dresden. He had a flourishing watch and clock shop at the corner of 
Schlossstrasse und Rosmaringasse; due to his interest in astronomy, 
however, he devoted himself mainly to precision watches and the many 
well-preserved pieces such as the one we have here prove his exceptional 
skills in this field.
In 1831 he became second engineer at the Mathematisch-Physikalischer 
Salon and maintaned the Dresden time service clocks and instruments, 
together with first engineer Blochmann. Gutkaes even produced some 
of these instruments himself - he created for example an astronomical 
precision pendulum clock for W.G. Lohrmann, director of the institute, 
and, on Lohrmann’s recommendation, an identical clock for Professor 
Bessel at the Königsberg observatory. Gutkaes built his clocks in his 
workshop at Wilsdruffer Gasse, among them the famous “Five-Minute 
Clock” at the Semper Opera House, which he had designed himself and 
which had been as spectacular on the day the Opera opened its doors as 
it is today.
Due to his skills Gutkaes was appointed clockmaker to the court in 
1842 and as such was entitled to free living quarters in the castle 
tower; he subsequently acted as keeper of the tower and looked after 
the tower clock, which in fact made him responsible for the keeping of 
time in Dresden. In the same year he was elected deacon of the Dresden 
watchmaker’s guild.

Among Gutkaes’ apprentices are a number of well-known, even famous 
names: from October 20, 1830 on he trained - in addition to his eldest 
son Otto - Ferdinand Adolph Lange. In 1832 his second son started his 
apprenticeship with him and was followed by Moritz Krille in 1834, who 
later became the successor of Kessels in Altona. French chronometer 
makers Victor Gannery and B. Scharf also trained with Gutkaes for some 
time. When Carl Moritz Grossmann (1842) and Adolph Schneider began 
their apprenticeship in Gutkaes‘ workshop, they were already under the 
direction of F.A. Lange.
Lange and Schneider both married daughters of Gutkaes. During the 
industrial exhibition of 1844 in Dresden, Gutkaes and Lange exhibited 
two astronomical pendulum clocks together that were each fitted with an 
experimental escapement, a seconds counter and a round caliper capable 
of measuring 1/100 mm.
Johann Christian Friedrich Gutkaes died on August 8, 1845 in Dresden at 
the age of 60.

Pocket chronometers with barrel 
Pocket chronometers are considered to be the precursors to deck watches. 
Lange & Soehne originally produced pocket chronometers with going 
barrels for scientific purposes. Often set in wooden boxes, they were to 
be used as deck chronometers on ships. Following this style the watches 
were designed with 14,400 alternations per hour; as a result the second 
hand was able to jump every half second. The watches all have pivoted 
detent escapements, which were designed in two different styles: one 
version was the chronometer escapement according to Berthoud, the 
other the escapement according to Julius Grossmann, which had an 
additional safety lever to prevent the escapement wheel from going on 
once the balance had been taken out.

This lever chronometer is one of only a few watches that are known 
to have been created by Fridolin Stübner in his own name.

Fridolin Stübner
Stübner was born on February 1, 1857; he started his working life at 
the age of 10 to support his mother and his younger brothers after the 
death of his father. At the age of 12 he worked for a gemstone setter 
named Gollmann and at 15 he began a four year apprenticeship with 
the stone setter G. Kretzschmar. Stübner also worked for the Richter 

company in Chemnitz (which produced drafting instruments), for tools 
manufacturers Boley in Esslingen, and, after his military service, for the 
Württembergische Metallwarenfabrik in Geislingen. He then returned to 
Glashütte and worked for the movement maker Friedrich Weichold, where 
he specialized in the production of large pocket watches. In 1886 he 
began working for Dürrstein & Co. and remained there until 1889. By then 
Stübner already had a reputation as a great watchmaker.
Without doubt Fridolin Stübner was the most important chronometer 
maker of his time in Glashütte. Reinhard Meis states that “Emil Lange 
chose well when he employed chronometer maker and engineer Fridolin 
Stübner, who, among other things, ran a chronometer workshop in 
Glashütte together with his brother Paul and who had created and 
regulated a number of instruments”. According to Meis, Stübner 
introduced a kind of “in-house standardization” and devised new industry 
standard dimensions for marine chronometers that were taken over by 
the entire German chronometer production industry.

Heinz Wassermann
He was born in Medewitzsch in 1906 and attended the “Deutsche 
Uhrmacherschule Glashuette” in 1925-1926. Sponsered by A. Helwig, he 
produced in his school time a micrometer (No. 3311), a raw movement for 
a tourbillon, Cal. 46, with two barrels and this pocket watch chronometer 
(No. 3349) with spring power, helical hairspring and a new screw-
differential-up-and-down movement.
He is explicitly mentioned in Alfred Helwigs reference work 
“Differentialwerke” (differential movements), Glashuette 1929, pages 
24-25: “… the creator of the first watch of this kind is our student Heinz 
Wassermann of Medewitzsch, D.U.S. (for German watchmaking school) 
No. 3349, year of 1926…”.
This pocket chronometer is the only example with up and down 
movement to come from the German watchmaking school and 
certainly one of the finest precision watches ever created there. Heinz 
Wassermann’s chronometer is one of 17 outstanding pieces described and 
illustrated in a publication commemorating the 50th anniversary of the 
German watchmaking school in Glashuette (1878-1928).

Heinz Oestreich
Heinz Oestreich was born in Bad Wildungen in 1915. From 1931 to 
1933 he trained at the German watchmaking school, where he produced 
his tourbillon in 1933. After graduating - with a certificate for exceptional 
achievements from the Grossmann foundation - he worked in the 
development division of the German watchmaking school. Oestreich later 
returned to Bad Wildungen and opened a watch and clock shop. He died 
in 1991. 

The group of tourbillon makers around Alfred Helwig
From 1921 to 1937 Alfred Helwig (1886-1974) and his pupils at the 
German watchmaking school in Glashuette produced about 20 different 
tourbillons which were issued with special numbers between 7 and 36, 
because they were such outstanding pieces. The watches were created in 
four different versions: the 5-minute tourbillon with lever escapement, 

the 1-minute tourbillon with lever and with chronometer escapement 
(with chain/fusee as well as with parallel twin barrels); the most 
frequently used mechanism, however, was the 1-minute tourbillon with 
chronometer escapement and consecutive twin mainspring barrels - 13 of 
it were produced altogether.
Number 30 by Heinz Oestreich - which we have here - is of this last 
type. Only 10 examples still exist, the other three are unaccounted for. 
Oestreich’s tourbillon was regulated by Helwig himself and in 1936 won 
3rd prize in a Naval Observatory competition in Hamburg.

In a regular tourbillon watch the carriage is fitted in a plate and secured 
by a bridge; when Alfred Helwig, however, developed the flying tourbillon 
and produced it during his time at the German watchmaking school in 
Glashuette, he fitted the lower carriage bearing in the plate and the upper 
bearing beneath the carriage. The top of the carriage has no pivot or 
bridge. Because the carriage was extremely light and fine, Helwig proved 
its strength by hanging a 200 g weight on the carriage - after eight days 
the carriage was fitted back in its movement, thus convincing every last 
nonbeliever. There is no doubt that the small number of flying tourbillons 
created as masterpieces by the most talented pupils of the German 
watchmaking school under Helwigs tutelage mark a high point in the 
history of German horology and represent the ultimate achievement in 
the making of revolving escapements.
